ANNIVERSARY OF THE FIRST WOMEN’S RIGHTS
CONFERENCE (JULY 19 AND 20)

On July 19-20, 1848, Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Lucretia Mott spearheaded the
first women’s rights convention in American History. Over 300 women and men
came to Seneca Falls, New York to protest the mistreatment of women in social,
economic, political, and religious life. This marked the first public meeting calling
for women’s right to vote.

July 4, 1876 — Suffragists crash the Centennial Celebration in Independence Hall
to present the Vice President with the “Declaration of the Rights of Women” writ-
ten by Matilda Joselyn Gage.

July 14, 1917 - 16 women from the National Women’s Party were arrested while
picketing the White House demanding universal women’s suffrage; they were
charged with obstructing traffic.

July 2, 1937 — Amelia Earhart’s plane is lost in the Pacific Ocean near Howland

July 2, 1964 - President Lyndon Johnson signs the Civil Rights Act; Title VII
