6. Run Wild: Krysten Chovanec/Sandi Thomas: 	Big thank you to everyone who helped!  Kicked off Friday and raised $16K, 116 raffle tickets and 1200 prizes to kids.  If anyone knows of any corporate sponsors, recommend going in person.  Please reach out if forms needed.  Next step is volunteers for the day of and will assign duties for the whole day. Confirmed nurse for day of.  Will meet with faculty on 2/20.  Changes with flow and meeting with teachers to outline these.  Preregister will be better, fast pass and volunteer check-in.  Sticker ID versus wristband.  Looking to get flags to match teacher and color per class.  Question around stagger start, all groups being able to hear the announcements.  We will have air horns for start/end/etc.  Do we leave the DJ or move them?  Will use mat to cover cords for foam machines.  DJ announces fastest boy/girl, class amount and winners.
