4. Principal Notes- Mrs. Porter: Hope everyone had a wonderful break!  Ms. Bergman has been leading the charge to review the procedures with students to make sure students know the expectations. Asked if teachers can do checks or do wristbands.  Not doing clock timer.  Will keep with the same as last year.  Will investigate wristband pricing. Please put recommendation in GroupMe chat.  Will have 16 winners.  When they register, they get 3 tickets. Are we raising money for anything specific for next year?  Mrs. Porter will follow-up to put on the website.  The school goal is $50K; first 2 students per grade will pie principal and 2nd prize is pie with Ms. Bergman.  Will target it for the Friday, March 20th approved,   class pizza prize, teacher reward lunches and end of the day will pull raffle prizes.  Run Wild is the Friday before Spring Break.
