Recipe of the Month from Kinsley’s Shoprite

3. Add chickpeas, diced tomatoes and broth and stir, scraping the bottom of the pan to release
any browned bits. Stir in apricots and olives, then return chicken to the pot.

4. Bring to a boil, the reduce heat to low, cover, and simmer for 25-30 minutes or until chicken
is cooked through.

5. Top with fresh cilantro and serve with cooked couscous, if desired.
