Safely Warm Up by the Fire:
Inspect your fireplace before lighting the first fire. If 
you have a fireplace in your home, be sure to have it 
cleaned and inspected before lighting your first fire of 
the season.

Never Leave Burning Candles Unattended:
Remember to keep burning candles away from 
anything that could burn, such as curtains, bedding 
or books. Always extinguish a candle before going 
to bed or leaving the house.

Watch for New Roadway Hazards:
Slow down and take extra care to look for children 
in school zones, near playgrounds and residential 
areas. Never pass a bus with flashing red lights on, 
or another vehicle stopped for a pedestrian.
