How to Report Emergencies:
•	 Call 911 if you are in immediate danger, or if some-

one is injured, has trouble breathing, or is uncon-
scious.

•	 To report oil, chemical, or hazardous substance re-
leases or spills, call the National Response Center 
at 800-424-8802. 

•	 For pesticide poisoning, call Poison Control at 
1-800-222-1222. If you use a mobile device, follow 
http:/twitter/epa for updates and information. 

Individuals and Homeowners:
Know ahead of time where you would run a gen-
erator. Generator exhaust is toxic and can sicken 
or kill you. Always put generators outside well away 
from doors, windows, and vents. Never use a gen-
erator in a home, basement, garage, crawlspace, 
tent, shed, or any other indoor or enclosed area. 
Carbon monoxide is deadly, can build up quickly, 
and linger for hours. 
If your drinking water is from a private well, know 
your state or local contacts for5 inspecting the 
safety of your drinking water after a flood. Keep at 
least a 3-day drinking water supply per person and 
don’t forget pets. If your home is on a septic sys-
tem, know whom to call to have it inspected after a 
flood. 

Contractors need to use lead-safe work 
practices on emergency renovations on 
homes or buildings built before 1978.
