is actually a form of plastic called cellulose
acetate. By itself, cellulose acetate is very slow
to degrade in our environment. Depending on
the conditions of the area the cigarette butt is
discarded in, it can take 18 months to 10 years
for a cigarette filter to decompose.

“But that isn't the worst of it. Used cigarette
filters are full of toxins known as tar, and those
chemicals leach into the ground and water-
ways, damaging living organisms that contact
them. And, most filters are discarded with bits
of tobacco still attached to them as well, fur-
ther polluting our environment with nicotine.”

Are you a non-smoker whose friends smoke?
Watch them and give them a hard time if you
see any of this lazy behavior. Don't give up,
keep at them and theyll stop.
