Approval of Minutes:  President Doug Hartong asked if there were any corrections to the draft minutes of the Fall Meeting in Buffalo, New York.  There being none, motion to approve passed.  The minutes will be posted on the website.  

Treasurer Report:  Treasurer Michele Little read the report and noted that the amounts for the actual totals for the auction income were lower than budgeted. The $2500 loan was repaid from the Niagara Orchid Society.  In total Income was $1876 lower than budgeted.  Expenses were slightly lower than budgeted by #290.75.  Michele read a complete list of the balances of the Trophy Funds at the end of 2016.  Restricted funds total $31149.99, or 38% of our assets.  Unrestricted funds total $51,758.55 or 62% of the net worth of $82,908.54.  A complete report is attached as Addendum A.  She also added that the Auction netted $2091 which included $80 for the resale of Lowell Jacks’ wonderful brownies. 

Committee Reports: 

Affiliated Societies:  Chair Mary Beth Mansour reported they met on March 24, 2017 and noted that Central Kentucky Orchid Society has withdrawn from the MAOC due to declining membership.  All Canadian societies have renewed.  Thirty people attended the breakfast where the the topic of the morning’s discussion was “What is your Problem?” and lively discussion about all kinds of problems faced by societies were noted by the attendees.  The next topic will be “Managing the Finances of your Society.” We will have a special Newsletter highlighting the Affiliated Societies breakfast, promote attendance at the MAOC inviting participants and itemize issues of interest in guiding a society.  

AOS Liaison Report: President Hartong read the report from Doris Asher, Chair and she made special note of the changes in the AOS Award and Registration Fees beginning 1 January, 2017.  The fee for an award for an AOS member goes to $40 from $36, for a non AOS member $60. The Show registration fee goes to $60 from $50 and the Show Trophy fee goes to $70 from $60.  It has been some time since these fees had been raised.  There is now a preferred product program sort of like a Seal of approval from Good Housekeeping.  The AOS has established the Thomas J. Sheehan Award for Outstanding Service by an AOS volunteer, quoting from President George Hatfield, “recognizes and applauds a member who has demonstrated sustained and exemplary volunteer service that leaves a lasting impact on the AOS.” Orchids Magazine won a Silver Medal in the 2016 Gold Ink awards.  The process of digitizing all the AOS bulletins is proceeding nicely.  More than 29 years has been finished.  It was reported that Orchid Wiz and the AOS are talking again to integrate the two products.  To honor the late Walter Off, the AOS is collecting donations to fund an annual award for the best AOS show trophy in a given year.  The webinars are ever popular, and the website AOS.org has a complete list.  

Doug Hartong asked Cheryl Erins if she would come up and report on the AOS member meeting in Redland in May.  The actual meeting will be held at the Fairchild Tropical Botanic Garden May 17-21, 2017. The Redland Orchid Festival is part of the whole meeting.  Admission includes the Gardens admission as it is not a reciprocal garden because the AOS is located there and their by-laws state the home offices must be more than a mile away from the Gardens.  There will be a shuttle to and from as well as admission to the Redland Orchid Festival. Everyone can see the new and fantastic library and the art exhibit which will feature one of our own artists from Iowa. There will be speakers at the Redland, but the AOS speakers will be more of a roundtable type event in the air conditioned tent.  Rooms are going quickly and they will open some new ones as more requests are coming in daily.  

Audit Committee: New Audit Chair, Alexa Noel, stated that an audit was performed of all the financials for last year and all balanced to the penny.  She commended Michele Little for an outstanding job.  

Annual Meeting:  Beth Martin, Chair, thanked the Omaha Orchid Society and Doug Martin for their help for this meeting, and announced that the Fall meeting will be in conjunction with the Greater Cincinnati Fall Orchid Show, October 21-23.  The Spring, 2018 meeting is scheduled for April 27-29 hosted by the West Shore Orchid Society in Cleveland, Ohio.  The Fall, 2018 show is being hosted by the Orchid Society of Greater Kansas City. Dates to be announced.  All details for these meetings will be on the Website.  They are willing to help any society in hosting an MAOC.  The Niagara Frontier Orchid Society reported financial success, so we can report that to any society interested in hosting.  Please call her or email her to discuss any ideas.  

Awards: Jan Yates reported on all the trophies and awards at this meeting.  The Mid-America Perpetual Trophy for Outstanding Exhibit by an affiliated society of the MAOC: Orchid Society of Greater Kansas City.  The exhibit also won the AOS Show Trophy which recognizes excellence for the best collective material meritoriously displayed in a public competition and Orchid Digest Show Trophy which recognizes a noncommercial exhibit displaying the highest levels of artistry, taste, innovation, flower quality and cultural excellence.

The Henry C. Holmes Award for best Oncidium alliance plant was awarded to Miltoniopsis White Truffle owned by Natt’s Orchids. The Delbert Lowell Jacks Award for Best Specimen Plant was awarded to Dendrobium Hamana Smile owned by Natt’s Orchids. The F L Stevenson Award for Best Pleurothallid Alliance Plant was awarded to Masevallia Tiger Kill owned by Dr. Charles Denton. The Fox Valley Award for Best Cypripedium Alliance Plant which is awarded to the plant receiving the highest AOS award if any are given; otherwise to the best of the Cypripedium classes was awarded to Paph. charlesworthii fma. album ‘Charlie’s Angels’ which received an 84 point Award of Merit and is owned by Orchid Inn, Ltd.

Chrytoglossa Ben Berliner ‘Bryon’ AM/AOS of 81 points owned by Bryon Rinke of Winfield, KS.

Dendrobium harveyanum ‘Deerwood Gold’ CCM/AOS of 83 points owned by Julie Hella of Deerwood, MN.  Paph. charlesworthii fma. album ‘Charlie’s Angels’ AM/AOS of 84 points owned by Orchid Inn, Ltd., Bloomington, IL.
Communications:  There is no report at this time.

Conservation: Chair Doug Martin reported that the budget approved last year had $400 for a worthwhile project if it came in and it did.  The North American Orchid Conservation Center has requested $400 donation for a project which researches and establishes processes for the collection, examination and banking of root samples of North American Native Orchids and their DNA samples as well as the mycorrhizal fungi necessary to propagate so there will always be the ability to establish these orchids under threat in many parts of North America due to climate change and population expansion.  The committee felt this was an extremely worthwhile project and will be focused on the Mid America areas, for which Doug Martin is a collector for them.  Since this money was budgeted, this is informational only.  

President Doug Hartong recognized Jan Yates, Budget Committee, who then read a proposal given to her by Cheryl Erins, Chair of the Education and Research Committee who met on Friday night, asking to amend the budget for 2017 in the amount of $600 to be donated to the same Center for its work in researching the various Mid America region orchids and their mycorrhizal DNA as well as the expenses for educating the many collectors for this project.  Ms. Yates reported there is plenty of money available for this worthwhile project.  Motion made and carried, and will be two separate proposals.  Doug Martin will approach Mr. Dennis Whiggham to write another letter stressing the education and research component of the project so that we will keep the two donations completely separate, and they are donations not grants so that the parent organization, the Smithsonian, will not have to account for these dollars. .  

Constitution and By-Laws:  no report at this time.

Education: Chair, Cheryl Erins reported that the meeting occurred Friday night along with the Conservation Committee where the foregoing proposals were discussed.  

Historical:  Chair, Lois Holmes conveyed the message to keep learning especially all the places we can visit at the various venues of the MAOC, such as the Truman Library in Kansas City, and told the story of the naming of the Rosalynn Carter Orchid.  A Minneapolis reporter interviewed Doug Martin about the orchid cross made with a Minneapolis orchid and (per Doug Martin) a Republican toothpick!  Her lesson:  Allow time to visit places in the venues.  She also mentioned finding an old registration form for $18 and a time when we had 30 plus exhibits and could not handle any more.  Registrations were sold out.  As she said, Times have certainly changed.  

Orchidist of the Year:  no report at this time 

Show Schedule: Lois Cinert stated the committee met before the EC and they are not going to do anything with the schedule right now.  It will be at least two years before the taxonomy folks get finished with Dendrobiums and Pleurothallids so to make changes now makes no sense.  They discussed the classes 98 and 99 and asked all show chairs to email her with the numbers of entries in their shows so they can determine if they need to split or change these.  They are requesting information from societies on such things as elimination the maximum number of three entries per class rule as well as allowing double entry in 100 and 101 classes, in addition to the specimen class 102.  She reiterated that all societies can change/modify the schedule to suit their own shows.  At some time they will endeavor to re number the show schedule classes, but only after they see the changes in Dendrobium and/or Pleurothallids.

Technology: not present no report.  President Doug Hartong noted that the website had improved with more educational content under the Education tab. 

Ways and Means:  Chair Roberta Ginavan asked Doug Martin to buy more tickets for the raffle as he usually does.  Hermann Pigors was asked to draw the name of the winner of the covered dish.  It was Beth Martin which was followed by applause and laughter!   A total of $230 was collected for the raffle.  

New Business  
President Doug Hartong asked if there was any new business and Beth Martin asked if she could introduce Susie Hanna, President of the Greater Kansas City Orchid Society to say a few words.  Susie reported that there are many new and willing members in the society and they were looking forward to hosting the 2018 Fall MAOC meeting.  Birds Botanicals will certainly be on the list of places to see.  

There being no additional new business, it was moved and passed to adjourn at 10:20 am.
