Preach the word; be ready in season and out of season; reprove, rebuke, and Even.l.s
exhort, with complete patience and teaching. For the time is coming when
people will not endure sound teaching, but having itching ears they will
accumulate for themselves teachers to suit their own passions, and will turn June 20-22
away from listening to the truth and wander off into myths. 2 Timothy 4:2-4. VBS

Those are St. Paul’s words to young pastor Timothy, but were meant for all the people
who would hear that letter, and for us all. We certainly live in a time where there are many | June 24
myths and false teachings; where there are many people with “itching ears,” who listen to Blood Drive
those who tell them what they want to hear instead of what they need to hear. And, if we're
being truthful, we can fall into that trap, too. And sometimes false teaching can sound good June 29
and deceive Christians.

God commends you to regularly attend faithful preaching and doctrinal teaching. He
shows you in Scripture the forms, the patterns of feasts, the reverence, and nature of
worship and thus we are bound in what we have in historically, sacramental, and liturgical.

We may not like to be shown how sinful we are, but we need it. We may not like many of
the truths of God’s Word that go against what our current culture says and where it wants
to go, but we need the truth. We need to repent, we need forgiveness, and we need a God
who we can rely on for everything and at all times. In the verses above from St. Paul, he
tells Timothy to reprove, rebuke, and exhort - we like to do that! Correct others, tell them
they’re wrong. Just look at all the rebuking that is on social media everyday! But then he
also adds: with complete patience and teaching. Some translations say careful teaching.
That is, don't just fire away, carefully teach. And don't expect the results to be quick - be
patient. Sometimes good teaching, mind formation, and heart transformation take time.

Patience, though, seems to be in short supply in our world today. For all who know me
well, I am not good at this. We want what we want and we want it now! But God takes the
long view of things. He's in it for the long haul. So we need to be, too. Don't give up on
someone because they haven’t come to church the first, second, or even third time you
asked. Don't give up when what you say seems to fall on deaf ears. Don't give up when the
Word doesn’t seem to be working. It is. God promised that it would. Sometimes those seeds
take a long time to grow. Sometimes they grow in unexpected places. But God is working.
Keep going.

And as for the patience we need? God will provide that, too. It is one of the fruits of the
Spirit listed in Galatians 5: love, joy, peace, patience . . . It means our hopes, trust, are

rooted in God’s promise according to His time.
So pray for patience. Ask the Spirit to work that in you. And pray for those with itching Church

ears.
