Haven’t you already learned the Catechism?                                                       
   How well do you know the Catechism? It’s rather amazing that Luther’s Small 
Catechism is the 2nd oldest book in continuous publication in the history of the 
world. But how well do we all know it? Did we learn it long ago and now collects 
dust? Martin Luther responds to this attitude by pointing out many spiritual 
enemies surround us and that God never tires of teaching us the Ten 
Commandments, the Faith, and Prayer. Why should we tire of learning it? It is not 
simply information but using God’s Words for life. The Catechism is of divine 
doctrine and defeats the devil and works against our sinful flesh. Let's not neglect 
the Catechism, as Luther quips, “lest we too become proud, arrogant saints, 
whom our enemy will be only too glad to oblige.” 
   Consider Luther from the Preface of the Large Catechism. "Oh, what mad, 
senseless fools are we! While we must ever live and dwell among such mighty 
enemies as the devils, we still despise our weapons and defense (2 Cor. 10:4), 
and we are too lazy to look at or think of them! What else are such proud, 
arrogant saints doing who are unwilling to read and study the catechism daily? 
They think they are much more learned than God Himself with all His saints, 
angels, prophets, apostles, and all Christians. God Himself is not ashamed to 
teach these things daily. He knows nothing better to teach. He always keeps 
teaching the same thing and does not take up anything new or different. All the 
saints know nothing better or different to learn and cannot finish learning this. 
Are we not the finest of all fellows to imagine that if we have once read or heard 
the catechism, we know it all and have no further need to read and learn? Can we 
finish learning in one hour what God Himself cannot finish teaching? He is 
engaged in teaching this from the beginning to the end of the world. All prophets, 
together with all saints, have been busy learning it, have ever remained students, 
and must continue to be students." 
   Is it arrogant or foolishness or laziness or all of it, that we all so easily do not 
make time to read/study the Bible and Catechism? As Catechism classes for 
young and old resume in September, it is a time for all of us to consider the 
importance to include portions of the Catechism is our daily devotion. As 
schoolwork is underway now for young students, everyone should always 
consider yourself to be a ‘student’ of the Bible and Catechism.

The Comfort of Election Pastor Cockran 
     I have taken great comfort lately in the doctrine of election, 
otherwise known as predestination. Put simply, election is the 
Scriptural teaching that you can say, “God, in Christ, chose me 
and planned for and carried out my salvation from before the 
foundation of the world.” More than a side topic for high 
academic theologians, the doctrine of election is pivotal to the 
faith of every Christian. While this article of belief may have 
certain complexities to it and may cause strife between 
denominations in how it is rightly understood, the Holy Spirit 
repeats this article of faith over and over in the Scriptures not 
for our confusion, terror, or laziness, but for our comfort. 
Consider Ephesians 1:3-14, Romans 8:29-30; Romans 9-11, 
Matthew 22:14, but also consider alongside these John 3:16, 1 
Timothy 2:4, Ezekiel 33:11, 2 Pet 3:9, and others. 
     This doctrine is eminently practical and useful for our lives, 
especially during times of great suffering. Where is God in my 
pain and heartache? Does He care? Indeed, He must care, for 
He has given me His Son, baptized me into His death and 
resurrection, feeds me the body and blood of Christ, and over 
and over again keeps on speaking words of peace to me. And if 
He does all this and I believe it’s true for me, then truly He has 
elected me…chosen me…predestined me, even from the 
foundation of the world. He has predestined not only my end 
result in the glory of heaven, but has even chosen my particular 
crosses for me to bear in this time. He has chosen how He 
would see me through these crosses. Before the time of the 
world, He determined and decreed through His foreknowledge 
that He would assist me in all my distresses and anxieties. He 
chose before the world how He would grant me patience, give 
me consolations, and encourage me to hope. Finally, He chose 
before the world began how He would produce such an 
outcome as would contribute to my salvation. 
     What glorious comfort! The world began a long, long time 
ago – to say the least. Isn't it incredible that it was then that 
God thought of you and how He would bring you to repent and 
believe the Gospel, even before He created our first parents? 
This then helps our perspective with how critical our present 
distresses really are in the grand scheme of time. In a hundred 
years, how much will your present distresses matter? They 
certainly matter to God in the here and now, which is why He 
determined before the world began how He will provide you the 
way through them! So no matter what happens in your present 
sufferings, keep perspective. The eternal day of glory draws 
nearer and nearer. The time will soon come when you only have 
God's perspective: you will see how your present sufferings 
resulted for you with endurance, character, hope, steadfastness, 
and the completion of who you shall be at the last. He will 
deliver you. He has chosen how even before the world began. 
God be praised.
