THE CONVERSION OF ST.  PAUL

St. Paul, known as the Apostle to the Gentiles, was born in the city of Tarsus, a Roman city, thus

giving him Roman citizenship. At his circumcision, he was given the Hebrew name Saul. At a

young age his parents sent him to Jerusalem to be instructed in the Mosaic Law under the

greatest Rabbi of his time, Gamaliel.

Saul was an excellent student and as a Pharisee was respected for his great intellect.  

Because of Saul’s great zeal for Jewish law and traditions, he was very upset about his

Jewish brethren who were following the New Way, as Christianity was first called. So,

Saul became the worst enemy of Christians. He hunted them down and dragged them

out of their homes, imprisoning them and even having them killed.  Saul’s conversion

occurred when he was on his way to the city of Damascus.  The journey to Damascus

took about two days by horseback. When he and his men were very near the city, they

were suddenly surrounded by a light so bright that it knocked Saul to the ground. The

account of what happened then is related in the book of Acts, Chapter 9. “They heard a

voice from heaven that said: ‘Saul, Saul, why do you persecute Me?’ And Saul said, ‘Who

are you, Lord?’ And He said, ‘I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting; but rise and enter

the city, and you will be told what you are to do.’ After spending some time with the

disciples of Christ in Damascus, God called Paul to Arabia where he spent at least two

years or more in the desert.   The Lord prepared Paul to teach the Gospel, and when

Paul returned from the desert, after a short stay in Damascus, he went directly to

Jerusalem where he met with Peter, and some of the other Apostles, to receive blessing

before he started on his ministry. Paul spent the rest of his life traveling and spreading

the Gospel of Jesus, establishing churches and teaching others to lead in his



absence. Paul’s epistles to the churches that he established makeup over one-fourth of

the New Testament. He truly is the greatest missionary in Church history. “For the sake

of Christ, then, I am content with weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, and

calamities; for when I am weak, then I am strong”. — 2 Corinthians 12:10.

PURPOSE OF THE COLOR CORPS OF THE FOURTH DEGREE

The primary purpose of the Fourth Degree is to encourage active Catholic citizenship and
foster the spirit of patriotism in members and the community at large.  The Color Corps
members exemplify all the principles of our Order;

Charity- by the gift of their time and energies necessary to practice, perfect and
perform the ceremonials and sword drill:
Unity- by the united efforts of Sir Knights to practice and perfect a coordinated
drill for the good of the Church and the Order;
Fraternity- by expressing an “Esprit de Corps,” sharing a common desire for drill
excellence and camaraderie, and
Patriotism- by performing precision drill as a salute to God and to the country and
visually exhibiting a love for both.

COLOR CORPS DESCRIPTION

The Color Corps (C.C.) has two sub-groups, the Color Guard (C.G.) and the Honor Guard
(H.G.). The Color Guard consists of the flag bearers and at least two members of the Honor
Guard who escorts the colors.  The Honor Guard consists of members of the Color Corps who
have mastered the Manual of the Sword.
