Only the 1st place winner from each grade will advance to the East Coast Regional Essay judging in February 2024.  Their essay will compete against first place winners from 15-20 other East Coast FRA Branches.  A monetary prize from each grade will also be awarded to winners for each grade.  Monetary prizes are determined by the East Coast Regional Committee.
First place winners from each grade will then advance to the National Level. There is only ONE Grand National Essay winner and they will be awarded $1500.00.  First place winners at the National Level will be awarded $1000.00.  2nd place winners will be awarded $750.00 and
 3rd place winners will be awarded $500.00. 

This year’s theme is: “ WHAT MEMORIAL DAY MEANS to ME. ”  
Contest poster, rules and cover sheets are included.  Please refer to the enclosed documents.  Your essay must be neat and legible..typed is preferred.  If hand written, BLACK or Blue INK only. A completed Cover Sheet, completed in INK only, with a Parent/Guardian signature must accompany the essay.  Submissions must be postmarked NO LATER THAN DECEMBER 1, 2023.  All essays and cover sheets must also be e-mailed to me in WORD format as an attachment for word count verification.
Any essay using Artificial Intelligence will be disqualified before the January 2024 judging.   I will verify your essay as I receive them.
