A class for dogs and a class for bitches who have achieved the Labrador Retriever WD or WDR or
the AKC Junior (JH), Senior (SH) or Master Hunter (MH) Title. Class entrants must be intact. Spayed
or neutered dogs/bitches are not eligible. Winners of the Hunting Retriever Classes, if otherwise
undefeated at this show, are eligible to compete for Best of Breed.
BEST OF BREED COMPETITION The following categories of dogs may be entered and shown in
Best of Breed Competition: Dogs that are Champions of Record and dogs that according to their
owners records, have completed the requirements for a Championship, but whose Championships
are unconfirmed. The showing of dogs whose Championships are unconfirmed is limited to a period
of 90 days from the date of the show where a dog completed the requirements for a Championship
according to the owner’s records.

This will be followed by Select Dog, Bitch & NOHS Best of Breed.

Non-Regular Classes (Involving Multiple Dog Entries - Sat Only)
Stud Dog - Labrador Retrievers (only): For Stud Dogs and at least two but no more than five of
their Get. Stud Dogs must be entered in the Stud Dog Class and must be shown in the ring with their
Get. Owner of the Stud Dog need not necessarily be owner of Get. Get only to be judged, based on
the merits of the Get. While the merits of the Stud Dog are not to be considered in the placement
of the entry, the Stud Dog must be examined to determine if it has a condition that would require
its disqualification or excusal under the Dog Show Rules, AKC policy, or the standard for its breed.
Get must be entered in another class.
Brood Bitch - Labrador Retrievers (only): Same as Stud Dog except substitute Brood Bitch for
Stud Dog & Produce for Get.
Brace Class - Maltese (only): Two Dogs, performing in unison, and presented by a maximum of two
handlers. Both dogs competing in the brace class must have at least one common owner. Dogs do
not need to be entered in any other class. Dogs comprising a Brace Class must be named at the time
of entry, and full particulars must be given for each dog on individual entry forms. If a dog which is to
be part of a Brace is not entered in another class, it must be entered for “Brace Class only” An entry
form for a dog entered in another class and entered as part of a Brace must be marked accordingly
in the space provided for additional classes as “Brace Class.’

AWARDS OF MERIT - SATURDAY

CURLY COATED RETRIEVER, LABRADOR RETRIEVER
There will be a special Dark Green & Gold Rosette for each Award of Merit recipient. At the judge’s
discretion, up to 10% of the Best of Breed Competition may be chosen for an Award of Merit.
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FOUR-TO-SIX MONTH (BEGINNER PUPPY) COMPETITION

The Four-to-Six Month Puppy competition shall be for dogs that are four months of age and
over but under six months on the day of the event. Classes will be offered for breeds and varieties
and divided into Groups as described in Chapter 3, Section 1 of the Rules Applying to Dog

Shows and the Miscellaneous Class breeds as listed in Chapter 3, Section 23. The Miscellaneous
class competition will be the equivalent of Group competition and the winner will be eligible to
compete in Best Four-to-Six Month Puppy in Show. The FSS competition will be the equivalent of
Group competition and the winner will be eligible to compete in Best Four-to-Six Month Puppy in
Show.

Entry and Eligibility
Entry and eligibility requirements include:
+ AKC registration number or an AKC litter number will be required for entries of an AKC
recognized breed as listed in Chapter 3, Section 1 of the Rules Applying to Dog Shows.
- A foreign born dog may enter this class if it is registered in the country of origin.
- FSS number or FSS registered litter number will be required for Miscellaneous and FSS breed
entries.
- All entrants are to be vaccinated (including rabies) in accordance with their veterinarian’s
protocol.
- Professional handlers, members of their household and current assistants to professional
handlers may personally exhibit a dog they own as “Exhibition Only" in the Four-to-Six Month
(Beginner Puppy) Competition. Entries must be marked “Exhibition Only" prior to the close of
entries.
- Dogs that are owned or co-owned by a professional handler may compete in this class, but
must be handled by a non-professional handler. Professional handlers are defined as any person
who belongs or has belonged to a professional handlers’ organization, distributed rate cards,
or otherwise advertised or represented themselves as handling dogs for pay within the last five
years. Dogs may not be exhibited by current assistants or household members of a professional
handler. A current assistant is defined as anyone employed by a professional handler on a
full-time basis, or, assisting a professional handler at the show or any show during the cluster/
weekend. Minors (under 18) with amateur status who reside with professional handlers and
current assistants to professional handlers that are eligible to compete in Junior Showmanship
(meet age and amateur status requirements) may personally exhibit dogs in the Four-to-Six
Month (Beginner Puppy) Competition.

NOVICE CLASS: For boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old on the day
of the show and who at the time entries close have not won three (3) first place awards, with
competition present, in a Novice Class. A first place in Novice without competition leading to
a Best Junior award with competition would count as one win towards moving to Open at a
licensed or member show.

OPEN CLASS: For boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old on the day
of the show, and who have won three first place awards in a Novice Class or if a win in Novice
leads to a Best Junior with competition present it will count as one win towards moving to Open
in a licensed or member show. Juniors which according to their records have completed the
requirements to compete in the Open class but whose status is unconfirmed by the American
Kennel Club are limited to competing in the Open Class for a period of 90 days from the date of
the show where the Junior completed the requirements according to their records.

MASTER CLASS: This class will be for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18
years on the day of the show, and who have 10 Best Junior wins with competition. The calendar
for this class will be consistent with the eligibility dates for the AKC National Championship. All
Juniors meeting the criteria for this class are required to enter the Master Class and may change
their entry the day of the show if entries have already closed. Once the eligibility time frame for
that year has passed all participants return to the Open Class to compete for the following year.

Reserve Best Junior Handler.

- Sportsmen commit themselves to values of fair play, honesty, courtesy, and vigorous competition,
as well as winning and losing with grace.

- Sportsmen refuse to compromise their commitment and obligation to the sport of purebred dogs
by injecting personal advantage or consideration into their decisions or behavior.

- The sportsman judge judges only on the merits of the dogs and considers no other factors.

- The sportsman judge or exhibitor accepts constructive criticism.

- The sportsman exhibitor declines to enter or exhibit under a judge where it might reasonably
appear that the judge's placements could be based on something other than the merits of the
dogs.

- The sportsman exhibitor refuses to compromise the impartiality of a judge.

- The sportsman respects the AKC bylaws, rules, regulations and policies governing the sport of
purebred dogs.

- Sportsmen find that vigorous competition and civility are not inconsistent and are able to
appreciate the merit of their competition and the effort of competitors.

- Sportsmen welcome, encourage and support newcomers to the sport.

- Sportsmen will deal fairly with all those who trade with them.

- Per the Fire Marshal: All pop-ups and canopies must be at least 20' away from any
building. All tents/canopies should have a tag indicating CPAI-84 compliance

- No mats to be used on the lawn area between the entrance and the concrete bollards
(the area between Madden and Denverton Halls)

- Per the Fairgrounds: The use of stakes on the fairgrounds is restricted. It is suggested
that exhibitors plan to use weights instead of stakes. Please let the Show Committee
know if you should need help with transporting your equipment.

- The use of stakes on lawn 12 (north end of Fairgrounds) is strictly prohibited. All
canopies must use weights.

- Golf Carts, gators, quads or other motorized vehicles such as scooters are not to be
brought or used on the fairgrounds and cannot be used by participants in the show,
except mobility devices. Golf carts are for official show duties only and all drivers
must sign the fairgrounds golf cart rules.

- Unloading in the designated area near the show rings, accessed through the south
gate.

USE OF RAMPS - ALL BREEDS

A judge requesting the use of a ramp must give notice to the show superintendent/show secretary
prior to judging. AKC approval is not required. The entire entry in a breed is to be examined in the same
manner (ground, table, or ramp).

At the discretion of the judge, the following breeds may be judged on the ground or on a ramp
through all levels of competition: Nova Scotia Duck Tolling Retrievers, American Water Spaniels,
Boykin Spaniels, English Springer Spaniels, Field Spaniels, Welsh Springer Spaniels, Grand Basset
Griffon Vendeen, Whippets, German Pinschers, Standard Schnauzers, American Staffordshire
Terriers, Irish Terriers, Soft Coated Wheaten Terriers, Staffordshire Bull Terriers, Finnish Spitz,
Australian Cattle Dogs, Entlebucher Mountain Dogs, Finnish Lapphunds, Icelandic Sheepdogs,
Norwegian Buhunds, Polish Lowland Sheepdogs, Spanish Water Dogs, and Norrbottenspets (Misc.).

At the discretion of the judge through all levels of competition, the following breeds may be judged on
a ramp or table through all levels of competition: Mudi, Puli.

At the discretion of the judge through all levels of competition, the following breeds may be judged on
the ground, ramp, or table through all levels of competition: Miniature Bull Terriers.

Thefollowing breeds must be judged on aramp through alllevels of conformation competition: Lagotto
Romagnolo, Clumber Spaniels, Sussex Spaniels, Basset Hounds, Cirneco dell'Etnas, Kerry Blue Terriers,
Bulldogs, Chinese Shar-Pei, Chow Chows and Keeshonden.

This extends to all conformation competition at AKC conformation dog shows and any AKC event
where a conformation title may be earned. This policy includes Group, BIS, Junior Showmanship, the
4-6 Month Beginner Puppy Competition, the AKC National Owner-Handled Series (NOHS), and all other
special attractions that offer Group and BIS competitions. Ramps can be used in emergency situation to
judge any breed.

In an emergency situation, where use of a ramp is not indicated in the premium list, an exhibitor has
the option of withdrawing their entry and receiving a refund. For the judging of juniors the ramp may be
used at the discretion of the judge for the ramp optional breeds. (04/2024)
