BYLAWS

of

The Lone Star District

The International Lutheran Laymen’s League

PREAMBLE

We, the members of the Lone Star District, pledge our dedication and adherence to the purposes, objectives, functions, and other stipulations set forth by the International Lutheran Laymen’s League (Int’l LLL)/Lutheran Hour Ministries (LHM) in the advancement of Bringing Christ to the Nations---and the Nations to the Church.

SECTION I – NATURE OF ORGANIZATION, MEMBERSHIP & ACTIVITIES

A.  The duration of this organization is perpetual. It has no shareholders and is not organized for profit. No dividends or monetary benefits shall be due its members. The registered agent is the president of the Lone Star District which appears on the current roster of officers. The official address is 7900 Highway 290, Austin, Texas 78724.
B.  Members of the Lone Star District are individuals who have a common interest in spreading the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ as a public benefit through a motivated laity that fosters charitable, educational, and religious endeavors especially through media, projects, and events. All members shall have the right to vote at the district level and to hold office. 

C. The Lone Star District may institute activities, programs, and projects in support of the Int’l LLL’s/LHM’s purpose, objectives, functions, and other stipulations. Approval by the LHM Executive Director must be received for new activities, programs, and projects that are not currently delineated in existing documents of the Int’l LLL/LHM.
D. Reports, minutes, or official updates on the progress of the Lone Star District are to be submitted on a regular basis as established by the LHM Executive Director.

E. Meetings and events of the Lone Star District may be held at times and places as determined by its own governing board or executive officers. Such meetings and events will be announced to the membership at least one month in advance. A fall meeting will be held each year at which time an election will be finalized and elected persons will be installed. The members present at a duly called meeting represent a quorum.
F. When not specified in these bylaws or by the Int’l LLL/LHM, Robert’s Rules of Order
shall be the official reference
SECTION II – ADMINISTRATION

A. Board of Directors – The Lone Star District shall be governed by no less that three elected members and shall include a president, a recording secretary, and a treasurer (delete: and a district ambassador coordinator. Other members may be added to expand the board and may include individuals with special assignments. The board is to make regular reports to its members. At any meeting of the membership, an appeal may be made for the Board of Directors to reconsider its actions.

B. The Board of Directors shall meet on a regular basis to review the functions of the organization and its healthy continuance as a district of the Int’l LLL/LHM. The  organization is to remain fiscally responsible and solvent without incurring any undue burden on the Int’l LLL/LHM beyond what was agreed to by the LHM Executive Director.

C. The process of election of the board members and officers shall take place under the guidance of the board and must be completed at the fall meeting.

D. All Lone Star District board members and officers must be voting donor members of the Int’l LLL/LHM, as defined in the Int’l LLL Articles of Corporation, Bylaws, and Policies.

E. A term of office is two years. A person may be re-elected for one consecutive term.
F. A board member or officer may be removed with two-thirds (2/3) approval by vote of all board members.
G. Duties of board members and officers shall be specified in the Addendum Section of these bylaws and may be adjusted by a majority vote of members present at an fall meeting as long as advance notice was given two weeks prior to the meeting.

H. Vacancies will be filled by the board through appointment with two-thirds (2/3) approval by vote of all board members.

I. The board may appoint committees to meet the needs of the Lone Star District. Committees will submit reports and recommendations to the Lone Star District Board for consideration and action. Committees will continue or be dismissed with thanks at the discretion of the board.

J. The board shall coordinate the planning of activities, budgets, the review of guidelines and board members’ duties, financial reviews, events, projects, meetings, and elections.

Committees may be appointed for these and other matters.
SECTION III – CHANGES TO BYLAWS
Changes may be made to this document by approval of a majority vote of the board and subsequent passage by a majority vote of members at the annual meeting of the organization. Advance notice of changes must be given at least one month prior to the vote by membership. Immediately following this approval, notice of said changes must be given to the LHM Executive Director for the change to be ratified. Upon ratification, the changes take effect.

SECTION IV – DISSOLUTION

If the Lone Star District should dissolve, all remaining assets (after liabilities and obligations have been settled) shall be transferred, conveyed, and distributed to the Int’l LLL/LHM.
