Luke 11:9-13 

9 “So I say to you: Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will 

find; knock and the door will be opened to you.  
10 Foreveryone who asks receives; the one who seeks finds; and to the one 

who knocks, the door will be opened. 
11 “Which of you fathers, if your son asks for[f] a fish, will give him a 

snake instead? 12 Or if he asks for an egg, will give him a scorpion? 13 If 

you then, Though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your 

children, how much more will your Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to 

those who ask him!” 

 

MEDITATION 
TO ASK THE FATHER FOR MORE AND MORE OF ME IS A PRAYER THAT BRINGS ME JOY, 

HEART OF MY LONGING. Come here and listen to Me so you might learn how to pray. Asking 

for more of Me is a prayer that will always be answered, so make this prayer with great 

confidence. If only every soul could know this truth so that I could come to them that seek the 

Father. Look at this prayer through My eyes. You always look at things from your side of the 

equation. Start to see from My perspective. Imagine the joy that came to My heart the day Jesus 

promised that I would be the prayer that would always be answered with, “Yes, ask for more of the 

Spirit, for I, your Father, I want to give you more of the Spirit of My Son.” I stand ready, eager for you 

to ask for more of Me. When I say that I am eager for Me to come you, do not underestimate the 

depth of My longing for you, for you are the Heart of My Longing. Ponder these words by which I 

address you. As you sit and allow yourself to be filled by Me, allow Me to share with you the 

boundless joy that fills My heart to be yours. I want My joy to be your joy. Have you ever 

considered the amount of joy with which I am filled? My joy is completed by being yours. Our 

relationship is not one that only fills the mind with sublimity, it is also a relationship where you 

can experience Me as a person. Even as you can enjoy and participate in the joy of a friend, so 
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you can enjoy and participate in the joy that I have for you. Simply, ask, then sit and allow Me to 

flood you with Me and the joy that cannot be contained as I rush into all that you are, body, soul, 

and spirit. Allow Me to lovingly touch you so that you know that you have been touched.  

 

JOURNAL EXERCISE: 

Sit with the Holy Spirit, asking the Father for more of Him. As you sit, open your heart to feel His 

joy.
