MEDIATION

GIVE THANKS THAT YOU ARE BLESSED WITH THE GIFT OF FAITH, HEART OF MY

Faith is also stepping into the place where you allow Us to do for you all that We have promised
that We long to do for you. Many ascent to the truth that We exist, but few will move to the place of
trustful surrender by laying their needs before Us.

The
more you know who We are to you, the more you will know what We long to do for you. Grow in
the experienced knowledge of Us by reading our Word and believing its promises.

Another way to grow in the knowledge of what We long to do for you is the testimony of the saints,
both of the past and the present. Their witness of Us will increase your faith to let go to trustful



surrender. Avail yourself to the stories of your Brothers and Sisters of Light. Please, please walk in
faith and be that light for others so that they might hear and believe. Faith is trustful surrender to
Our provision, cooperating with what We offer to you, so, Soul of Trustful Surrender, walk by faith
in who We are and what We long to do for you.
