20 They speak of you with evil intent; 

    your adversaries misuse your name.

21 Do I not hate those who hate you, LORD, 

    and abhor those who are in rebellion against you? 
22 I have nothing but hatred for them; 

    I count them my enemies.

24 See if there is any offensive way in me, 

    and lead me in the way everlasting.

Have I not said that it is not good for man to be alone? You need others, My Friend. 

Be convinced that you are a member of the Body of Christ, one part, like in your 

body, needing the other. You need them when you worship Me. You need them so 

you can share with them your joys and your sorrows. You need them to grow in 

knowledge of Me. You need your other brothers and sisters of your Father. Do not 

see being with others of the Household of Faith as a nicety that you can choose or not 

choose. No, see it for what it is, a necessity. You have been chosen for others. I have 

set you within My family and given you to others. We have a personal relationship, 

but it is not a private relationship. Seek out your brothers and sisters. Make it a 

priority to plan times to me together, and to have no planned times. Have times that 

are structured such as worship, study, prayer, but also have times when you are just 

together, sharing life, sharing a meal, helping with the simplest of needs. When the 

world sees how you love one another, they will be drawn to your life, which allows 

them to be drawn to us. Have I not taught that the purpose of life is to know, to love, 

and to serve God that you might be happy with Him in this life and the next? This is 

the Way of Love. You can only love Me if you know Me, and once you love Me you 

will want to serve me. This Way of Love is not only meant for your relationship with 

Me. It is also how you are to love one another. You can only love if you know others. 

Once you love others you will want to serve them.  This will draw you forth into the 

great vulnerability of trust, and it is a practical way for you to learn how to trust, 

training you to trust Me more and more. These are the ones with whom you take the 

risk, lying open your life, knowing you will be loved. These are the ones with whom 

you can share your struggles and they will be with you, carrying your burdens, even 

your tears because they love you. These are the ones with whom you can rejoice and 

celebrate My goodness. Hear Me, Beloved, find brothers and sisters to whom you 

commit your life and they to you committing their life, sharing a life together in Me.
