Deb Spiger donated fabric to the guild last fall and we are going to have a raffle today and let people go up to the table to choose 5 pieces of fabric. Each person has a ticket and will randomly be called. We called every number 2 times and then the remaining fabric was up for grabs.

New Business:  

A Round Robbin will be conducted by Linda Reed. She showed the box containing the fabric and patterns. She then explained the process.  She will give someone the box; they have 1 month to make a quilt block using only the fabric in the box.  You can ONLY use the fabric in the box. You will also see background white fabric.  There are patterns in the box. You MUST use one of the supplied patterns.  You will make a 12.5” block which will finish to 12” when sewn into the quilt. When complete, put your block in the clear bag.  Linda would like us to get 12 blocks done in the next 12 months. You can only make 1 block. You will log the box out and in when receiving the box and when returning it. Lynn Van Mierlo will be the keeper of the sign-in/sign-out list.  Detailed instructions are on the lid of the box. Do not reuse a pattern that was already made, even in a different color way.  If the pattern you use is smaller than 12 inches, you will need to make multiple blocks to finish your block at 12.5” inches.

Be mindful when cutting that your scraps should be put back in the box since sewers after you will need that fabric. The box will only be redistributed at the business meetings. Each person who was logged as a block makers will be eligible for a drawing to get the blocks and make it into a quilt. That person can then choose to either raffle, donate, keep, or gift the finished quilt. Pattie Johns took the box first. 

If you need help, bring the box to next sew day for the group to help you.
