To qualify for a variance, the applicant must show some real unnecessary hardship. The North Carolina General Statutes stipulate guidelines that must be used by the Board of Adjustment as it determines whether a hardship is unnecessary. The applicant is requested to address the following:

1.	Unnecessary hardship would result from the strict application of the ordinance. It shall not be necessary to demonstrate that, in absence of the variance, no reasonable use can be made of the property.

A variance may be granted when necessary and appropriate to make a reasonable accommodation under the Federal Fair Housing Act for a person with a disability.
