The Spirit of Truth
We celebrate the coming of Christ’s Spirit of truth on the 

Church, a source of joy and praise, the source of the Church’s 
proclamation of the good news to the world.

The readings for this Sunday may be considered in three
points, persecution, power and preaching.
First, persecution. When we believe in Christ and try to 
lead a good Christian life, we will face persecution and 
crosses. What the Master experienced, His followers will 
also experience. However, take heart! Jesus is victorious 
over sin and death! Be reminded of Jesus’ words in the 
Gospel about the unfailing love of our Father and of Jesus: 
“anybody who loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I 
shall love him and show Myself to him”. In such times, as 
St. Peter exhorts us, we are to “reverence the Lord Christ 
in [our] hearts”.
Second, power. In this Easter season, we are reminded 
that we are to overcome persecution and crosses by the 
power of the Holy Spirit. Such situations paradoxically give 
rise to opportunities to spread the Gospel. The martyrdom 
of Stephen and the persecution of the Christians in 
Jerusalem led to those “who had escaped [going] from 
place to place preaching the Good News” as well as to 
Philip’s evangelisation of an entire Samaritan town.
Third, preaching. Empowered by the Holy Spirit and 
bearing our daily crosses with peace-filled confidence in 
Jesus Christ, we are to witness with both our words and 
works. We need to “always have [our] answer ready”. This 
is a call to every Catholic, especially those who have 
received the full measure of the Holy Spirit in the 
Sacrament of Confirmation, to intentionally train ourselves 
to explain our faith and to stand boldly for it. At the same 
time, such words must be backed up by living a good 
Christian life. By doing both, we are doing our part to 
preach the Gospel.
