The Lord Who is Kind and Full of Compassion
Our Lord has every claim to the title and majesty of kingship, 

and yet he comes to us in humility and gentleness. We pray that 
this spirit of Christ may also be in us.

Today’s readings show us how God works in quiet and 
simple ways. We are reminded that God does not always 
show strength in power or force. Instead, he shows his 
love through peace, mercy, and care for those who are 
weak or tired.

In the first reading, the prophet Zechariah speaks of a king 
who comes riding on a donkey. This king is humble and 
brings peace, not war. The psalm continues this message, 
praising God for lifting up those who fall and giving help to 
those in need.

St Paul, in the second reading, explains that life in Christ is 
guided by the Spirit. It is the Spirit who gives true life and 
freedom. Finally, in the Gospel, Jesus calls the weary to 
himself. He promises rest to all who trust in him and take 
on his gentle way.

Today, we are invited to see that God’s care is close and 
simple. He is faithful and merciful, leading us not with 
heavy burdens but with kindness. This is the peace that 
Christ offers to every heart.
