
Our Transfigured Lord
Our natural inclination is to stay where we are, to make a tent and 
settle comfortably. But God is continually urging us on to a land he 

will show us. We follow our transfigured Lord in faith, putting our 
trust in him and bearing his hardships for the sake of the good 

news he has brought us.

The journey towards holiness starts and ends with Jesus. Our 
sojourn through the 40 days of Lent can feel like a long, tiring trek 
with no end in sight when we lose our focus on Him. The themes of 
God our Father’s promise, purpose, and presence in this Sunday’s 
readings encourage us to stay on course, knowing that God our 
Father walks with us.
In the 1st Reading, we can only imagine Abram’s alarm at God our 
Father’s command to leave his land, kin, and all that was familiar. 
Yet the Lord set before him a promise to be fulfilled. In taking that 
single step of faith, Abram models holiness: obedience to God our 
Father’s plan, even without knowing what it entailed, giving up 
everything to do so; for His thoughts are not our thoughts (cf. Isaiah 
55:8). This Lent, we are invited, like Abram, to leave something 
behind - a bad habit, a recurring sin, or an unhealthy attachment - 
and journey towards holiness. Let us do so without questioning the 
“how” or “why”, but trust the Lord to lead us into deeper life with 
Him.
St. Paul, in the 2nd Reading, reminds us that we already share in God 
our Father’s holiness through our identity as His children. In 
weakness and darkness, we should draw strength from knowing we 
do not grow in holiness by our human efforts but by fixing our eyes 
and heart on Jesus, who walks with us in our trials and temptations.
The Gospel passage on the Transfiguration reveals Jesus in radiant 
glory, giving us a glimpse of what awaits us. Holiness is not abstract 
but real. We will be holy if we listen to Jesus, conform our will to His, 
and allow Him to transform us.
