Our Royal Priesthood
We are assembled here today to exercise

our royal priesthood and to offer the spiritual sacrifice
which Jesus Christ has made acceptable to God our Father.

Nemo dat quod non habet, Latin for “nobody gives what 
he does not have.” Whether the task is personal holiness, 
growing in charity towards our neighbour, or evangelising 
another, it is impossible if we do not first make contact 
with God our Father. Encumbered by our limitations and 
sinfulness, we may ask: how can we possibly reach Him?

Too often, we begin a spiritual endeavour with little or no 
regular contact with God our Father. Christ, the apostles, 
and the countless saints show that every work must be 
accompanied by prayer: we cannot expect our efforts to 
succeed - no matter how religious they appear - if we do 
not constantly return to Him who is the source and fount 
of all graces. To try to build a spiritual house without the 
Holy Spirit is to build on sand.

There is the very real temptation to devise plans and 
strategies while treating prayer as practical work. Yet “the 
Lord is the living stone” (1 Pet 2:5), the keystone to which 
every effort must be attached. When we offer our work 
through Him, with Him, and in Him it becomes acceptable 
to the Father.

This reliance on the Lord is necessary. Otherwise, we end 
up trying to give others what we do not possess. Our 
journey towards holiness becomes a discouragingly, 
exhausting task; evangelisation seems to fall on deaf ears. 
Prayer is not merely talking to our Father; it is the humble 
acknowledgement that our human strength alone 
achieves very little. It is the recognition that we always 
need our loving Father. Hence, regular prayer is not 
optional - it is the wellspring from which all fruitful action 
flows.
