We Hear & Respond to God’s Word

FIRST READING: GENESIS 3:8-15
Immediately after Adam and Eve eat the forbidden fruit, they hide from God. Neither
takes responsibility for their sin, instead blaming each other, the snake, and even God.
The curse on the snake was understood as a messianic prophecy by the early church,
who associated Eve's “offspring” with Christ.

8[Adam and Eve] heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden at the time
of the evening breeze, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of
the Lord God among the trees of the garden.?But the Lord God called to the man, and
said to him, “Where are you?2”

13Just as we have the same spirit of faith that is in accordance with scripture—"|
believed, and so | spoke"—we also believe, and so we speak, “because we know that
the one who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus, and will bring us with you
into his presence. 15Yes, everything is for your sake, so that grace, as it extends to more
and more people, may increase thanksgiving, to the glory of God.



16So we do not lose heart. Even though our outer nature is wasting away, our inner
nature is being renewed day by day.

Those who do the will of God are possessed by
the Holy Spirit, siblings of Christ.
