May 19, 2024 

 

 
 

Fifty days after Easter, we celebrate the outpouring of the Holy Spirit 
on Pentecost. Crossing all boundaries that would separate us, the 

Spirit brings the wideness of God’s mercy to places we least expect 
it—to a crowd of strangers of different lands and tongues, to dry 

bones, to our weak hearts. Jesus promises his disciples that they will 
be accompanied by the Holy Spirit, and that this Spirit reveals the 
truth. We celebrate that we too have been visited with this same 
Spirit. Guided by the truth, we join together in worship, and then 

disperse to share the fullness of Christ’s love with the world.

NICENE CREED 
Together with all Christians of every time, place, and space, let us 
confess our faith, using the words of the Nicene Creed: We 
believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven 
and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. We believe in one 
Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of 
the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true 
God, begotten, not made, of one being with the Father; through 
him all things were made. For us and for our salvation he came 
down from heaven, was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the 
virgin Mary and became truly human. For our sake he was 
crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was 
buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance with the 
scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right 
hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the 
living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. We 
believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who 
proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and 
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the Son is worshiped and glorified, who has spoken through 
the prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic 
church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of 
sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of 
the world to come. Amen.

THE GREAT THANKSGIVING 
 The Lord be with you. And also with you. 
 Lift up your hearts. We lift them to the Lord. 
 Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.  
      It is right to give God thanks and praise. 

 

It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, that we should at all times 
and in all places give thanks and praise to you, almighty and 
merciful God, through our Savior Jesus Christ. Fulfilling the 
promise of the resurrection, you pour out the fire of your Spirit, 
uniting in one body people of every nation and tongue. And so, 
with Mary Magdalene and Peter and all the witnesses of the 
resurrection, with earth and sea and all their creatures, and with 
angels and archangels, cherubim and seraphim, we praise your 
name and join their unending hymn:

In the night in which he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus took bread, 
and gave thanks; broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying: Take 
and eat; this is my body, given for you. Do this for the 
remembrance of me. 
 

Again, after supper, he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it for 
all to drink, saying: This cup is the new covenant in my blood, shed 
for you and for all people for the forgiveness of sin. Do this for the 
remembrance of me. 
 

Remembering his death, we cry out: Amen. 
Celebrating his resurrection, we shout: Amen. 
Trusting his presence in every time and place, we plead: Amen. 
 

O God, you are Breath: send your Spirit on this meal. 
O God, you are Bread: feed us with yourself. 
O God, you are Wine: warm our hearts and make us one. 
O God, you are Fire: transform us with hope. 
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O God most majestic, O God most motherly, O God our strength 
and our song, you show us a vision of a tree of life with fruits for all 
and leaves that heal the nations. Grant us such life, the life of the 
Father to the Son, the life of the Spirit of our risen Savior, life in 
you, now and forever.
