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A NEW ERA

Eric Snyder has known for more than two
decades that he wanted to someday be the
head football coach at University High
School. In 2024, that dream came true.

When former UHS coach John Kelley closed
the book on a 37-year career heading the
football program earlier this year, Snyder
applied for the job. In April, he got the news
he's been thinking about since 2002.

“I really can’t put into words the happiness |
felt when | got the word | would be the next
head football coach at University High
School,” said Snyder. “Since first coming
here in 2002, I've been dreaming of this.
Now, it's a reality.”

He first joined the staff at UHS in August
2002 as an intern football coach, a position
he made blossom into one that saw him as
kind of an operations manager for the
football program. By 2006, Snyder was
named head coach of the junior varsity
team and led the squad to an undefeated
season.

In 2009, he was named defensive
coordinator of the varsity team and the
defense that year gave up fewer points
than any other school in West Virginia.

He coached the varsity defense to its part
in a Class AAA state quarterfinal
appearance in 2017, but then took on a new
role as offensive coordinator in 2021. During
that year, Snyder coached the UHS all-time
career leading passer and the quarterback
with the single game passing record;
coordinated a passing offense that set the
school record for passing yards in a season
with 2,933; and led the varsity offense to its
part in an undefeated regular season and
Class AAA state quarterfinal appearance.

“As my career at UHS progressed,” he said,
“I knew more and more what | ultimately
wanted. It's an honor and a privilege to lead
this football program.”

As with any house, the strength is in its foundation. Snyder was very
particular about the building blocks he needed for the football program.

“Consistency and a good plan of attack in the weight room. Community
support, and by that | mean knowledge of our program, financial support
of our program, and support of our training, practices, and game events.
And commitment, coupling commitment with a true joy and love of the
sport for our student-athletes,” Snyder said.

When asked to describe himself in just one word, the new coach replied,
“Relentless.”

“You only get one first year. This is something I've been looking forward to
for a long time. Now it's here, and | want to go after it,” Snyder said.

He again emphasized the common thread of commitment throughout the
program on a daily basis. He stressed the importance of players
supporting one another, as well as schematic and philosophical
approaches by his full coaching staff, highlighting an environment of
constant instruction. And, again, commitment.

“You're committing yourself to this team,” Snyder said. “You show up and
contribute to the maximum of your ability. We are all in a relentless pursuit
to be better. 'm a big believer that iron sharpens iron. We all make each
other better.”

As he puts together his first team as a head coach, Snyder readily
admitted his reliance on the concept of “team.”

“I absolutely believe in the concept of team,” he said. “We share glory on
and off the field, now and in the future. We have to be able to face
challenges together on and off the field and be able to pick each other

up."

This new head football coach spends his days as a UHS math teacher and
said that the core goal of personal development is essential.

“We're here to support football players as students, as athletes, as human
beings,” said Snyder. “We're here to send them off into the world as good
people. | want nothing more than to help them attain their goals and
aspirations, and | have every intention to work as diligently as necessary
to help make that happen.”
