SPECIFICATIONS

DESCRIPTION OF WORK: The purpose of this work is to construct a level compacted rock pad large enough to stockpile the 3 different chip seal aggregates in separate piles in such a way as to allow access to each pile with a loader and protect the chip seal aggregates from contamination from existing stockpile floor materials. There is currently a pad that was used in the last rock production, which can be used and expanded as needed. The pad should allow for a 10 ft. buffer around each different size aggregate to be stockpiled. The Contractor will produce, haul, and stockpile per bid item quantities a graded aggregate that meets the requirements identified in Section 00680 Stockpiled Aggregates and or 00710.10 Aggregates for 3/4-1/2, 1/2-1/4 Coarse, 3/8 - #4 Graded Medium chip seal materials. The contractor will stockpile in a separate area that is not required to be on the prepared pad a crushed graded 3/4 minus material that can be used for shoulders, base road repair and maintenance rock for our gravel alleys and streets.  This aggregate should meet the gradation spec identified in Section 02640 Shoulder Aggregate for 3/4 – 0 or be approved by Project Manager.

Reference to the Project Manager in this document refers to the City of Moro’s Council President (Andy Anderson).

STOCKPILE LOCATION:  

1. Stockpile pad and crushed aggregates will be placed per Project Manager's direction on City property in the area south of the Sewer lagoons and north of the City yard debris burn pile. Moro, Oregon 97039.
MATERIALS SPECIFICATIONS:

Chip seal aggregates will meet the following gradations identified in Section 00680 Stockpiled Aggregates.  Separate piles will be constructed for the bid quantity specified for 3/4–1/2, 1/2–1/4 Coarse, and 3/8 - #4 Graded Medium or is approved by the Project Manager.
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SECTION 106 -CONTROL OF MATERIALS 
106.08(g) Samples, Tests and Cited Specifications of Materials -All testing will

conform to methods described in the Oregon Department of Transportation's "Laboratory Manual of Test Procedures" and will be done by the contractor.
MEASUREMENT FOR PAYMENT:  Payment will be based on Tons accepted at the stockpile site verified by weigh ticket.
