Here are some suggestions for 

gifts: 

Quilts: queen or doubles 

Toiletries & cosmetics–  for all ages 

Kitchen & Bath towels. Clothes 

Winter & Work gloves– men, women & teens 

Socks– for all ages 

School Supplies– pens, pencils, notebooks, etc 

Toys for Toddlers to Grade 2:  boys and girls stuffed toys; 
small and big puzzles; trucks; dolls; coloring books; crayons. 

Toys for Grade 3 to 6 :  boys and girls Hot wheels, frisbees, 
marbles,  jump  ropes, table games, nerf balls, Slinkys’, 
clean story books, trinkets. 

Teens girls: New or gently used  blouses, t-shirts, skirts, 
dresses ( sizes large or medium).  Socks, briefs, pajamas, 
tights,  tank tops. Cosmetics, cotton balls or swabs, lip balm, 
greeting cards. 

Teen boys: New or gently used shirts, t-shirts ( sizes large, 

medium). Men pajamas, socks, briefs, slippers, bandannas, 

sporty headbands, wristbands, winter gloves, sunglasses, 

keychains, frisbees.
