Jones has over 20 years of experience in the archaeology and history of Tex-
as, Ecuador and Peru. In addition to serving as the La Belle Collections Man-
ager, Mr. Jones is an editor and author of the La Belle technical volume and
currently working on the analysis and publication of the THC’s excavation of
the site of La Salle’s Fort St. Louis and the 1720s location of the Spanish Presid-

io La Bahia.

Abstract The French explorer Rene Cavelier
Sieur de La Salle’s 1684 expedition to found a col-
ony on the Mississippi River ended in his death in
the wilderness of Texas in 1687, in part because
of the loss of their only ship La Belle. Grounded in
1686 inside of Matagorda Bay, La Belle was the
key to La Salle achieving his goals, and its loss a
watershed moment that led to the tragedy that
followed. The identification of La Belle by Texas

Historical Commission archaeologists in 1995 led
to the full scale excavation of the lower third of
the hull and the recovery of nearly 2 million arti-
facts. Now, over twenty years since La Belle was
raised from its watery grave, this presentation
will take you through the discovery, recovery and
conservation of the ship culminating in the recon-
struction of the hull in the Bullock Texas State His-
torical Museum.

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Project Update: Heading Back to Newberry Cabin

When I last updated the progress at Newbery Cabin it was in late spring. Since that time we had
some productive excavation days at the Cabin before shutting down for the summer as we all headed
to TAS Field School and other excavation endeavors in cooler climates than Texas.

By the time we finished up last spring the flag stone path we had excavated expanded east and west
into what we are speculating was a patio of sorts that would have been immediately outside of the
kitchen area if it was still in place. (see pictures) This is such an interesting part of the story of the
Cabin that the Doss is incorporating these flag stones into the temporary and eventually the perma-
nent exhibit of the Newberry Cabin in the Pioneer Village.

On August 16, TCAS members Art Tawater, Chris Meis, Royce Baker, Lori Gouge, Gen Freix, Gloria
Smith, and myself met with Amanda Edwards and Paige Baker from the Doss to excavate the soil from
around the flag stones in preparation for the stones to be removed and transported to the Doss. We
pedestalled the stones to make removal easier for the contractor hired to transport the stones and so
the contractor would disturb the soil underneath the stones as little as possible in their removal.
Amanda and Paige coded each stone in its original position so they would have a map of how to rein-
stall the stones in the path once they reached the temporary display inside the Doss.

The Doss has two upcoming events planned for the Newberry Cabin. The first planned for mid-
September is an inside exhibit at the Doss of the flag stones and a large number of the more interest-
ing artifacts we have excavated at this site. There will also be a small, hands-on excavation set up for
younger children to experience the joys of archeological excavation. There is going to be a lot more
exciting displays to this exhibit than I am mentioning here and I hope that many of you will come and
visit the Doss during the planned time for this exhibit.

I am publicizing this event through the Texas
Archeology Month calendar with the THC so I am hoping for a good turnout at this event. This will be
the first time in quite a while that we will be part of the sponsoring of a TAM event.

Currently several TCAS members and I have been working in the lab at Weatherford College to whittle
away at analyzing the multitude of artifacts we have accumulated from the Newberry Cabin excavation.

I have not set any excavation dates for the fall because of the expected Cabin removal. We don’t
want to have any active excavation units set up immediately around the Cabin to get destroyed by the
contractors moving the Cabin. There is the possibility that we could begin to test areas where we
think the outhouse(s) might have been located. These areas would be positioned away from the im-
mediate Cabin area and not in danger of being in the way of the contractor or of being destroyed.

Once the Cabin has been moved to the Doss, we will then have access to excavate underneath the
Cabin to search for items dropped through the floor boards of the house which should be very inter-
esting to excavate! Also, TCAS has been invited by the Doss to remove the chinking in between the
logs of the Cabin once it is in its new home in the Pioneer Village. Many times pioneering families
would place items of value inside the chinking to hide and protect them from being stolen.

As a TCAS member, if you are interested in participating in any of these events please put your con-
tact information on one of the signup sheets for Newberry Cabin and I will keep you informed of any
and all activity at the Cabin.
