Day 1 Kul / Hanoi (3H) Halong Bay 1010/1230 (MOB/L/D) Hotel: 4* Dragon Legend Hotel or Sml
Meet and assist by tour leader in airport and depart to Vietnam. Heading to Halong Bay (2Hrs). After dinner back to hotel.

Day 2 Halong Bay (3H) Hanoi (B/L/D) Hotel: 4* FTE Ba Dinh Hotel or Sml

After breakfast, embark on a cruise to explore the world cultural heritage and the acclaimed "Ha Long Bay," often referred to as the
"Guilin of the Sea." Enjoy a journey through the natural wonder of the maritime garden, the Ha Long Bay Scenic Area, featuring 1,600
limestone formations and stalactites, as well as passing by numerous beautiful islands such as Dog, Fighting Cock, Tuan Chau
Island, Hero Island, Surprise Cave, Titop Island, and the fishing village of Ha Long Bay. Water puppetry is a
traditional Vietnamese performing art with a history of about a thousand years. The performance takes place on a stage set up on a

water pool, with actors hidden backstage manipulating the puppets using long strings or bamboo rods.
Head to Hanoi (a 2-hour drive).

The Temple of Literature and the Imperial Academy is one of the most diverse and rich historical relics in the capital of Vietnam,
Hanoi. Located to the south of Thang Long Imperial City, it is divided into two main parts.

Day 3 Hanoi (5H) Sapa (B/L/D) Hotel: 4* Green Forest Hotel or Sml

Head to the scenic and famous destination of Sa Pa (approximately a 5-hour drive).

Explore minority ethnic villages, including Old Street, local markets, and Ta Van Village where you can learn
more about rural life and culture in Vietnam.

Cat Cat Village is situated at the bottom of the Muong Hoa Valley, about two miles (three kilometers) from Sapa Town. This village

was established in the 19th century when various H'Mong and Dzao ethnic groups from other mountainous areas in northern Vietnam
gathered together. Here, you can observe the dwellings of various ethnic minorities.

Day 4 Sapa (B/L/D) Hotel: 4* Green Forest Hotel or Sml

The Hoang Lien Son Peaks specifically the Fansipan Peak, in the Fansipan Mountain Range, with an elevation of 3,143 meters, is
renowned as the "Roof of Indochina." Accessible via two cable cars (round trip cable car and mountain train).

The Cloud Dragon Glass Bridge is the first entry into the mountains, where you'll take an open-air elevator to a glass pathway
situated 300 meters above the ground.

Day 5 Sapa (6H) Hanoi (B/L/D) Hotel: 4* Hanoi London Hotel or Sml
Containing the name "Dragon Mountain," the entire mountain resembles a dragon about to soar. Upon reaching the
summit at 1,800 meters, you can gaze at the picturesque scenery of Sa Pa Town and its surroundings.

Proceed to the Laocai Province in Vietnam, bordering the Hekou Port in Yunnan Province, China.

Return to Hanoi (approximately a 5-hour drive).

36 Old Streets In Hanoi the 36 Old Streets are a must-visit destination for tourists. Here, you can find a variety of dining and shopping
options. The area is filled with numerous well-known brands, and you might find it hard to resist spending too much money.

Hoan Kiem Lake originally named Green Water Lake, was later renamed Hoan Kiem Lake due to the legend of King Le Loi returning a
sword here. The surroundings are lush with greenery, and the lake's water is crystal clear like a mirror.

Day 6 Hanoi / KUL  1320/1745 (B/MOB)

Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum, West Lake is located in the northwest part of the city, approximately 200 meters from Ba Dinh
Square, covering an area of about 5 square kilometers. Originally formed from a section of the Red River

Tran Quoc Pagoda Tran Quoc Pagoda is the oldest Buddhist temple in Hanoi, initially built during the 6th century under the reign of
Emperor Ly Nam De. Originally named Chua Kien, it was situated on the banks of the Red River.

Afterward, transfer to the airport and board a flight back home, concluding this unforgettable journey through Vietnam.
