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The Geraldton Combined Equestrian Club was
established in 1970 by local equestrians for the
local community. It has grown from humble
beginnings into the primary equestrian body in
Geraldton. It strives to provide opportunities for
members to participate in healthy, safe and
inclusive equestrian sporting activities in a fun
and family orientated environment. The club is
managed by dedicated volunteer staff, who

tirelessly provide their skills, time and

assistance to ensure the club can offer a variety

of structured programs.
