Daybreak serves youth and young adults in crisis through
emergency shelter, transitional housing, street outreach, and employment services. Daybreak
is the region’s only housing program designed to move homeless youth ages 18 to 24 out of
homelessness, poverty, under-education, and crisis and into housing, financial independence,
educational achievement, and self-sufficiency.

Eligibility: Emergency Shelter - any troubled, at-risk or homeless youth between the ages of 10
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and 19 are eligible to stay in the emergency shelter unless they have a known history of repeated
or extreme violence or sexual offenses. Street Outreach -any troubled, at-risk or homeless youth
up to age 24 may visit the Street Outreach Center for food, necessities and assistance in finding
a safe play to live. Transitional Housing - Must be referred by the Daybreak’s emergency shelter,
street outreach program, or another Montgomery County approved emergency shelter.
