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This textbook is organized into 8 topics, consisting of 60 chapters, following the occupational structures of migrant workers provided by the
Human Resources Development Service of Korea. The preparation chapter helps with learning vowels and consonants of Korean characters and
basic greetings before starting. Each chapter is composed of occupational skills, vocabulary and grammar based on EPS-TOPIK and National
Competency Standards (NCS) and is divided into sections in the order of Conversation, Vocabulary and Expressions, Grammar, Practice, Activity,
Information and Culture, and EPS-TOPIK. The Conversation section shows a sample dialogue. The authentic dialogue introduces study objectives,
new vocabulary, and daily life situations that migrant workers face in their workplace. Vocabulary and Expressions introduces new words and
expressions with pictures and illustrations, so that learners can understand them with ease and interest. The Grammar section explains target
grammatical expressions that are closely related to the study objectives of each chapter. The Practice section provides various types of questions,
so that students will be able to review vocabulary, expressions, and grammar that are covered in each chapter. The Activity section helps students
to create authentic conversation using the newly introduced vocabulary, expressions, and grammar in the chapter. The Information and Culture
section helps with understanding general Korean culture and the unique workplace culture of Korea. EPS-TOPIK questions are also provided for test-
takers at the end of each chapter. Below is the detailed explanation of the sections.
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Conversation
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Authentic dialogues that migrant workers will perform in everyday life and/or in their workplaces are provided
with illustrations here. Each dialogue introduces new words and expressions, and targets grammatical
expressions that are covered in each chapter, so that learners will learn practical conversations with ease and

interest. Moreover, sample dialogues introduce various types of people that migrant workers will meet in real life
situations.
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Vocabulary and Expressions
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Vocabulary and Expressions provides the most frequently used words in situations that migrant workers will face
in everyday life and in workplace. New words and expressions are categorized and introduced by topic. As each
and every new word or expression comes with a picture or an illustration, students will effectively learn without
difficulty. New words and expressions are listed by frequency of use in daily life and workplace, and the fluency
level of speakers. They are also categorized by topic for the quick and easy search of words and expressions.
Furthermore, standard Korean words and expressions are introduced here as is recommended in workplaces.
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Grammar
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Target grammatical expressions are introduced in context through authentic sample conversations, so that migrant
workers will be able to speak Korean more fluently and be better prepared for EPS-TOPIK. The concept of grammar
is provided both in Korean and English, which helps students to understand grammar more accurately. A couple

of examples show diverse usages of the expressions. Each chapter has only two grammatical expressions in order
to prevent students from being overwhelmed with grammar. Each grammatical expression explains modifications

with two or three sample sentences.
04 Practice
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The Practice section intends to ensure that students understand new vocabulary and
grammatical expressions. Students will be able to practice vocabulary in Practice 1,
and grammatical expressions in Practice 2. Avoiding a simple, repetitive review of
words, this section helps students review vocabulary and grammar with ease and
interest by providing various types of practice in the form of a meaningful, context-
based approach.
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Activity helps to practice creating topic-based conversations that learners will face in daily life using vocabulary,
expressions, and grammar covered in each chapter. Moreover, throughout the Activity section, migrant workers
will learn to demonstrate skills required by National Competency Standards (NCS) and articulate their thoughts and
opinions in specific situations. In some of the chapters, learners will practice finding information that they need
within the given passages.

Korean banks have expanded services for foreigners. They charge fewer fees for migrant workers who send money to their
home countries, and also offer a wire transfer service that only takes 10 minutes, which normally takes one full business day.
Some branches located in expatriate communities such as Ulsan and Geoje run windows exclusively for foreign customers,
especially migrant workers. Moreover, eight different languages are provided at the ATMs, and international money transfer
and language services are available online 24 hours a day. A few banks operate some branches on Sunday for migrant workers
who normally work six days a week.
