Hello!  Union Pines is excited to invite you all to our second Spring Scrimmage Day.  This will be a great opportunity to get one last tune-up before the start of the season in about as close to sanctioned game play as possible.
Team buy-in for the event will be a half case of balls to help offset the cost of officials, field lining, etc.  (They don’t have to be fresh game balls).  We do not want this to be cost prohibitive for programs, so please let us know if this poses a problem. Bus parking on the gravel parking lot adjacent to the Practice field is recommended.
I matched up each team with conference and non-conference opponents (for those in our conference).  For those that are traveling all the way down to us, we are happy to host you and appreciate you coming down!
We will have officials for this entire block of time for all of our games.  For those that haven’t previously participated in a pre-season scrimmage, this is a good opportunity for the officials to get some early reps and to certify those that need to officiate a non-sanctioned scrimmage before they are cleared to officiate at the Varsity level.  I expect there to be some soft calls and missed calls.  Please reiterate to the newer players that no one is getting a college offer from this event!!
Our concession stand will be open, and we will have bathrooms open within the stadium.
The practice field is within regulation size.  It will be 53 x 110 to allow for a sub box and sideline.  (It is rectangular!  The picture cuts off the corner of the field.) The stadium field is standard-sized, 60 x 110.
There are no bleachers on the practice field, so bringing chairs is encouraged.  There is a band tower to film from.
Closest food to our stadium is about 15 min to Carthage or 20 min back North to Highway 1 in Sanford.
We will have concessions available for breakfast and lunch.
Tickets for spectators (not staff or players) will be $7 and available on GoFan.  Each team will have at least one game on the stadium field and that is the location where tickets will be scanned and a wrist band issued. Warm-ups can occur on the fields down the hill from the main parking lot, behind the baseball stadium.
There are baseball and softball jamborees occurring the same day, so there will be a lot of people on site.

Gameplay:
Each game will be 2 x 20 min running halves with a 5 minute halftime.  First half penalties are assessed with substitutions (no man-down).  Second half, penalties assessed as normal. NO BIG HITS!!!
