Dear Saints, 

      As we enter the holiest of weeks, we enter on Palm Sunday with the 
shouts of “Hosanna!” And yet, even within the service on Palm Sunday, 
we go from the waving of palms to the waving of whips as we hear the 
account of our Lord’s Passion. He entered Jerusalem with a singular 
focus: his sacrifice that he was soon to make on Calvary. He knew what 
would soon take place on that Good Friday, but he continued to ride on. 
He heard the shouts of “Hosanna” and knew that soon those shouts 
would turn to “Crucify Him”, but he continued to ride on. The angelic 
hosts of heaven were gazing down as the events of Holy Week 
unfolded, seeing what the Son of God and Son of Man came to do: to be 
the atoning sacrifice.
