Many students in Islamic schools have busy days filled with classes, homework,
and activities. But there’s one thing that should never be rushed or forgotten—
Salah (prayer). Making time for prayer at school is very important.

When we take a short break to pray, it helps us relax and think clearly. Allah
tells us in the Qur’an, “Verily, in the remembrance of Allah do hearts find rest.”
