At the time of the photograph, every-
one knew who the people were and didn’t see a need to re-
cord the information, but decades later other members of
the family might not. Ilene stressed the importance of add-
ing the date and location and some information about the
event documented in the photograph. Ilene also described
some of the best ways to keep records including using acid
free storage and using writing implements that do not
bleed through to the other side of photos or documents. A
soft lead pencil might be best in many instances. In closing
Ilene provided attendees with documents listing how to
preserve old documents and the importance of capturing
historical information from older family members, includ-
ing ourselves, before the stories are lost to time. Ilene also
described some of the latest research tools for genealogy
including using DNA databases, which are constantly be-
ing improved as more and more people provide input.

All
senior Shrine Members and their Ladies are welcome to
join us for lunch, dessert, and stimulating conversation.
