This year, our objective
as a Divan is to make sure you are well informed of what's
to come. Some of the changes we've promised to imple-
ment are reaching out weekly with what’s going on at your
Shrine.

We can cut
down on the man-hours while providing more value for
what the nobility pays for with the nobility tickets. With
this direction, we will be promoting our fraternity to the
public and utilizing our own facility. We are not flying into
the year without a plan. We have a Sportsman Extravagan-
za that is currently in the works. Once the contracts have
been gathered and reviewed
by our temple attorney, I
plan to present them to the
nobility for review and ap-
proval. More info to come.

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Annual 70-Foot Gingerbread Village

The Gingerbread Village at Turning Stone Resort Casino
in Central New York is an annual tradition. Located in
Verona, New York, the massive installation is known as
one of the best gingerbread villages in the country.

The village spans more than 70 feet and is the brain-

ga, a pastry

workers from
20 different departments who, with a little training, were
able to decorate the village alongside the pros.

While the installation generates a lot of tourist interest,
it’s also a display of the pastry chef’s culinary prowess.
This year’s theme was simple, “Traditional Holiday,” and

it features eight buildings and a working model train. The

village required a pile of materials to create, but the team
was a little cagey on cost, so we consulted the experts

at the Vanilla Bean, a baking supply company based in
Madison, WI.

The material/cost estimate for the seven key ingredients
include:

. 1,500 Pounds of Frosting ($1,492.5 in sugar,
$2,250 in meringue powder)

. 132 Pounds of Fondant ($330)

. 480 White Chocolate Kit Kats ($720)

. 45+ pounds of Shredded Wheat Cereal ($332.16)
. 25 Pounds of Chocolate Rock Nuggets ($208.33)
. 6,500 Gingerbread Pieces ($4,875)

. 2,500 Hershey Kisses ($185)

Based on the cost of just the seven key ingredients, the
village is valued at approximately $10,392.99, though it
could fluctuate depending on whether or not the result
buys in bulk.

Costly or not, it certainly looks tasty.

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Parker's Story
Discover one youny
hoy’s journey toward
hope and healing.

The morning 12-year-old patient Parker’s life changed forever be-
gan just like any other.

He rushed out the door, hopped in his mom’s car, helped settle
his baby brother and together, they headed to school, chatting
excitedly about the day ahead.

Less than 20 minutes later, EMS would be pulling the family from
a heap of twisted metal.

That morning on the road, Parker’s mom, Sharonda, suffered a
seizure and lost consciousness — but as her car sped out of con-
trol, Parker jumped into action.

“Parker was sitting in the back, but when he realized something was wrong, he unbuckled his seat-
belt and got to the front to take over the wheel,” Sharonda said. “He saved our lives.”

While Sharonda walked away with a few broken fingers and a fractured tailbone, and her youngest
son unscathed, Parker was transported to the hospital with a broken ankle, broken ribs, punctured
kidneys and a perforated gallbladder.

Nineteen days into his two-month-long hospital stay, Parker was told he would need to have his
leg amputated — his broken ankle hadn’t allowed blood to circulate properly. Understandably, he
was devastated.

For months after the amputation, Parker’s mental health rapidly declined.

“He developed severe depression and anxiety,” Sharonda said, explaining the once avid athlete
was convinced he would never feel like a kid again. But he was going to try.

Parker decided he would fight for the life he loved. A few months later, he found himself at Shri-

ners Children’s Greenville, where an in-house Pediatric Orthotic and Prosthetic Services (POPS)
team fabricates thousands of custom-fit assistive devices every year.
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With consultation from renowned physician David Westberry, M.D., a team of highly skilled physi-
cal therapists and orthotists began working to ensure Parker would make a full recovery. He would
be fitted with a prosthetic designed for comfortable support and, of course, lots of activity.

“These days, Parker is as strong as ever,” stated Sharonda. He rides bikes and four-wheelers with
his friends. He plays basketball on his middle school team. He perseveres with a positive outlook.
In fact, said Sharonda, “the team at Shriners Children’s helped break the chains off Parker and now
he’s limitless! They gave him his personality back.” And he’s not taking that for granted.

Filled with a hard-won sense of compassion for those who are
struggling, Parker never shies away from a friend in need. “Park-
er is using his story to comfort others,” explained Sharonda. He
recognizes and relates to physical pain as well as emotional pain.
He knows what it's like to hurt and he’s ready to let others know Shriners Hosp-tals
