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At-Home Lesson Plan

Please note: This lesson plan was adapted from a museum-based program. It is recommended that families
work together on this lesson. Once the museum is open to the public again, come for a tour and see the
actual artifacts in person!

Family Stories

Context: Genealogy and family histories are a major component to the work done at the
Vineland Historical Society. Learning about your family’s history helps us understand
where we come from, our special traditions, and stories of our ancestors.

1) Genealogy: the study and tracing of lines of descent or development.

2) Ancestor: one from whom a person is descended and who is usually more remote in
the line of descent than a grandparent

tree. Students should start with the story of themselves. Where are they from?
