Natalia’s Tips

4 Tip 1 — Speak now, not later

Don’t wait until your Russian is perfect.

Start speaking with simple phrases today.

-4 Tip 2 — Short sentences = confident speech

In real life, Russians speak in short sentences too.

Simple doesn’t mean wrong.

4 Tip 3 — One phrase is better than silence



If you forget a word — use a phrase you know.

Communication is the goal.

4 Tip 4 — Use “Ha kapTuHKe...” as your starter

When describing something, always start with:

“Ha kapTuHke...”

It makes your speech structured and easy.

4 Tip 5— Don’t translate word-for-word

Russian is not English.

Instead of translating, learn ready phrases.

-4 Tip 6 — Repeat out loud (it works!)

Reading is good, but speaking is better.

Say each phrase 5 times aloud.



-4 Tip 7 — Slow Russian is strong Russian

Speaking slowly is not a weakness.

It helps you sound clear and confident.

"4 Tip 8 — Learn chunks, not single words

Don’t memorize “coffee.”
Memorize: “A 6yay kocpe.”

That's real Russian.

4 Tip 9 — Questions = conversation

If you don’t know what to say — ask a question:

ne? Korpa? Noyemy?

-4 Tip 10 — Mistakes are part of speaking

If you make a mistake — it's normal.

The more mistakes, the faster progress.



Tip 11 — Use fillers to sound natural

If you need time, say:

“CekyHay...” [ “Celvac...” / “A gymato...”

4 Tip 12 — Practice in everyday moments

Practice in your head when you:

drive
cook
walk
clean
That’'s how fluency is built.

4 Tip 13 — Don’t be afraid of accent

Accent is normal.

Confidence is more important than perfect pronunciation.



-4 Tip 14 — Build sentences with 3 parts

Use this formula;
A + rnaron + o6bEeKT

Example: A no6nto koge.

-4 Tip 15 — Your Russian is already growing

Even if you know only 10 phrases — it's progress.

Be proud. Keep going.
