The Nativity 

collection of Helen and Bill Holder features more than 970 unique 
scenes depicting the birth of Christ, making it the largest 
known Nativity collection in Minnesota. Since 2002, 

the Holders have opened their home each year to share these 

remarkable displays with visitors from near and far.

Collected from around the world, each Nativity showcases a 

different artistic and cultural interpretation of the Christmas story. 

For Helen, the display has always been about more than the 

collection itself – it’s about sharing the deeper meaning behind it.

“It is just so fun to see people’s reactions,” she said. “The memories 

they share about the Nativity are part of the fun.”

Beginning in 2025, the Nativity House will find a new home at 

Queen of Angels Catholic Church, where it will be lovingly 

operated by the Knights of Columbus Council 1201.
