In early 2020 a small group of theatre
enthusiasts came together to establish
Eagle’s first community theatre. Our
initial outreach meeting to gather
support was held in September 2021.
Sharing a common vision and passion, we
met monthly, formed a Charter Board of
Directors, filed as a non-profit,
established bylaws and became a
501(c)(3).

Through community outreach at various
City of Eagle events, interest and
enthusiasm grew, volunteers were
recruited and by May 2022, we launched
a successful Charter Membership Drive
reaching over 100 members. There was
aresounding Yes! to starting a
community theatre in Eagle.
