Director’s Note

In this classic comedy, Oscar Wilde has created a superficial fiction that tran-
scends mere farce. All is purely surface, purely play. Appearance and style are
treated as essential, not just by the dual identities of the young fellows-about-
town, but by the butlers, the matriarch, the ingenues, that dragon-of-propriety
the governess, and the clergyman. Convention is exposed and celebrated as
wholly artificial. The ceremonies of social life are quite exploded: death, birth,
engagement, marriage, celibacy, fidelity, must all be arranged into an aesthetic
pattern which satisfies the egotists who inhabit the story, and who are drawn
with the disarming innocence and ruthless tunnel-vision of children. Our perform-
ers bring you Wilde’s absurdist dream, and the play’s celebration of high artifice
makes an appropriate finale to his career as a dramatist.
