
Playday – Riders Meeting  

• Saddle and boots or riding shoe with heel are required for all riders. Jeans 

or long riding pants no shorts or crop tops. 

•  Helmets are required for riders 17 years and under. 

•  Parent or guardian must be present at all times for minors (17 and under).  

• Unsportsmanlike conduct, intentional striking of the horse in a destructive 

manor will result in disqualification. 

• Unsafe horses or riding, disrespecting other competitors, or show 

volunteers and officials can result in disqualification from that event or for 

the entire day, final decision to be left to the Playday Chairperson.  

•  No clip-on spurs.  

•  No stallions permitted on the grounds.  

•  All Dogs must be on leash at all times. 

• Crossing over the start/finish line before your name has been called may 

result in a disqualification.  

• When 2 lanes are used for an event, riders must enter and exit through 

their designated lane gate, riders must stay in their own lane, crossing over 

center line will be called off course. 

•  When entering arena please line horse forward of the red fence marker 

and wait until your name is called to ride.  

• No running outside of arena. (ie. Road, under the trees, when entering and 

exiting the practice arena) all horses must be walked. 

• Disputes or concerns will be brought to the attention of a Playday 

Chairperson  

• NO talking or texting on Cell Phone when mounted on horse in arena. 

Taking pictures of others running is allowed. 

• Everyone here is a volunteer, we encourage and appreciate anyone that 

would like to jump in and help at anytime. We also have volunteer raffle 

prizes. If you volunteer make sure to fill out a raffle ticket in the show 

office. 

• Anyone 12 years of age & under must be accompanied by adult when 

inside arena helping.  

• If your horse digs holes, you are required to fill hole in before leaving.  

• There are blue garbage cans around the property. Make sure to not leave 

garbage/food wrappers behind when leaving. Leave no trace! Please keep 

MRC nice for everyone.
