Stephen Brodie Memorial Scholarship
Established in memory of Stephen “Steve” Brodie, Class
of 1965, one $500.00 scholarship will be awarded to a
student who participated in football at Lincoln, has a strong
academic record and demonstrates great financial need.

Hugh Kent Memorial Science Scholarship
Established in memory of Hugh Kent, a former Biology
teacher at Lincoln, one $1,000 scholarship will be awarded
annually to a student who demonstrates a passion to
learn about science and intends to major in science at the
college or university of his/her choice. A minimum GPA
of 2.0, a statement of interest in science, and a written
recommendation from a teacher who has observed the
student’s growth and interest in science are required.
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Steve Tomlinson Memorial Scholarship

Steve Tomlinson, Class of 1990, was an accomplished

student athlete at Lincoln. He played quarterback and

safety on the varsity football team in 1989 -1990, and

lettered in baseball three times. Steve was killed by a

drunk driver in 1998 at the age of 26. His brother, Rob

Tomlinson, Class of 1987, established this scholarship

in his memory. One $500 scholarship will be awarded
annually to a varsity athlete with a GPA of 2.5 or higher.

Ruth Johnson Nichols Scholarship
Established by Ruth Johnson Nichols, Class of 1942, to
benefit a student who demonstrates great financial need,

one $1,500 scholarship will be awarded.

William “Bill” McKibben Memorial Scholarship
Established in 2011 in memory of Bill McKibben,
Class of 1953, by his wife Shirley McKibben, one

$1,000 scholarship will be awarded based on the GPA,

community service, and financial need of the applicants.

Wolfe Family Scholarship
One $1,000 scholarship will be awarded annually,
beginning in 2012, based on the GPA, community
service, and financial need of the applicants. A minimum

GPA of 2.5 is required.

The Dave Mills Scholarship

Dave Mills, Class of 1950, has dedicated his retirement
years to Community Service. To honor Dave’s work, one

$500 scholarship will be awarded annually to a student
who has shown leadership, commitment, and passion for
volunteer service to improve the community.

Established by the late Virgina Green in honor of her
family, five (5) $1,000 scholarships will be awarded
annually for six years, beginning in 2012, to students
who demonstrate financial need and solid academic
performance. A minimum GPA of 2.5 is required.

Scholarship Fund
Established by Dr. John (°35) McCaw and his wife,
Maxine, in honor of their children, all of whom
graduated from ALHS, one $1,000 scholarship will be
awarded annually to a student who demonstrates a solid
academic performance, community service, and financial
need.

Carolyn Nash ’61: In 1977 Carolyn started keeping the score
book for the Lincoln girls softball team, and is still running the
score book. During this time period Carolyn has been a part
of ten state qualifying teams, one state runner-up team and
two state championship teams. Carolyn’s favorite part has been
“watching so many students grow into beautiful young adults,”
and her goal is to continue to do the score book for as many
years as she is able.

Dave Cherry ’63: Dave wrestled, ran track and played football while at Lincoln. His major athletic
honors include 2nd place in the 1963 City Wrestling Tournament, 2nd place in the 1963 District
Wrestling Tournament, and he was the 1963 Iowa High School State Wrestling Champion.

Richard Bason ’64: Richard played football, ran track and wrestled. He was a guard/linebacker on the
1964 City Championship Football Team and an All-Conference performer. He was a State Wrestling
Champion at 145 pounds his senior year. Richard attended Iowa State University on a wrestling
scholarship.

John Cameron ’80: John was the starting point guard on the basketball team both his junior and senior
years.
