Early in the morning, on the Sunday after Jesus was cruciϐied, two women went to the grave where Jesus had been buried. When they arrived, they found that the stone had been rolled away from the entrance and the grave was empty. They were surprised to ϐind an empty grave and wondered what had  happened to Jesus. While they were wondering about this, suddenly, two men in dazzling bright clothes appeared to the two women. Now they were not only surprised -- they were also afraid. The men spoke to the women and said, "Why are you looking for the living among the dead? Jesus is not here,  he has risen just as he told you he  would." When the women heard these words, they remembered that Jesus had told them that he would be cruciϐied, but that he would rise again on the third day. Now they were no longer surprised at ϐinding an empty grave. They rushed back to tell his disciples -- and every-one else what they had seen.  The best reason we have to be happy today is that the grave is empty, Jesus is alive, and he loves us very much! That is what we celebrate today! 

We have reason to be 
happy today, don't 
we? We are happy 
because we know that 

Jesus rose from the grave and that 
he lives forever. But we are also 
happy because we know that the 
Bible tells us that  
Whoever believes in him 
will not perish, but will 
have everlasting life." 
Now that is something to 
be happy about, isn't it?
