HEALING AND SALVATION 
 The readings today speak of healing and salvation. In Second 
Kings, Naaman, a commander of the army of the king of Syria, 
develops leprosy. He goes to a stranger, a prophet from Israel, 
when no one else can cure his disease. Much to his surprise, after 
a simple bath in the river, he is cured. In Luke’s Gospel, Jesus 
cures ten lepers and sends them to the priest. Only one, a  
Samaritan, returns to thank Jesus for his cure and only he hears 
the words, “Your faith has saved you.” The psalm and Timothy 
remind us that salvation involves justice, kindness, and  
faithfulness and forever links us with Jesus. In a world as broken 
as ours, both healing and salvation are necessary. 
 
 

SANACIÓN Y SALVACIÓN  
 Las lecturas de hoy hablan de sanación y salvación. En el 
segundo libro de los Reyes, Naamán, un comandante 
del ejército del rey de Siria, se enferma de lepra. Él va con un 
extranjero, un profeta de Israel cuando nadie más puede curar su 
enfermedad. Para su sorpresa, después de un simple baño en el 
río, él sanó. En el Evangelio de Lucas, Jesús sana a diez leprosos 
y los envía con el sacerdote. Solo uno, un samaritano, regresa a 
agradecerle a Jesús por haberlo sanado y él solo escucha las 
palabras: “tu fe te ha salvado”. El Salmo y Timoteo nos recuerda 
que la salvación involucra la justicia, la bondad y la fidelidad y 
nos vincula para siempre con Jesús. En un mundo roto como el 
nuestro, ambas sanaciones y salvacion son necesarias.

 A leper is a person who has a disease 
called leprosy. This disease causes sores all over 
the body. Leprosy was very common in Jesus' 
day, and people who had this disease were 
thought to be unclean. They were  
required to stay away from other people  
because of the fear that they might infect them 
with their disease. 
 One day, Jesus was walking through a 
small village when he saw a group of ten lepers. 
They stood far away from Jesus and called to 
him, "Jesus, Master, have pity on us."  
Obviously, they knew who Jesus was and that he 
had the power to heal them. When Jesus heard 
them, he called back to the lepers and said,  
"Go, show yourself to the priest." 
 As the lepers went on their way to see the 
priest, they looked at their skin and the sores 
were gone. Jesus had healed their  
disease. They were so happy that they ran up and 
down the streets singing and dancing. Suddenly, 
one of them stopped and went back. Praising 
God with a loud voice, he threw himself at Jesus' 
feet and said, "Thank You."  
 Jesus said to him, "Weren't there ten who 
were healed? Where are the other nine?" Only 
one out of ten remembered to say, "Thank You." 
God does so much for us! Every day he  
provides everything we need: food, clothing, and 
a place to live. Do we ever forget to say, "Thank 

You?" Let's stop right now 
and say "Thank You" and 
ask God to help us  
remember to thank Him 
every day. 
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
