Identificar el defecto (pecado) dominante

Este domingo el Evangelio nos sigue presentando la constante ensenanza de Jesus y su ac-
tividad apostolica. Son muchas las ensenanzas en que nos podemos detener a reflexionar. Yo
quiero detenerme en una. Jesus invita a "si tu mano, o pie, o tu ojo, es ocasion de pecado...
cortatelo". Hemos de tener cuidado de no entender este texto literalmente, pero si reflexionar
que cada uno puede tener un defecto o pecado dominante, que de alguna manera parece co-
mo que se va haciendo parte de nuestra propia naturaleza y a veces nos cuesta hasta identi-
ficar. Por ejemplo, estar constantemente irritable (molesto), o desanimado, o sin freno a la
critica, o con una pereza espiritual constante (sin ganas de rezar, de leer la Biblia, de estar
con devocion en Misa). Ojala no sean pecados mayores, como la soberbia, avaricia, lujuria,
ira, gula, envidia o pereza; pero pueden ser.

Este es un domingo excelente para detenernos a pensar en serio qué defecto o pecado es con-
stante en la vida, que parece que no se puede quitar, pero que Jesus nos invita a cortar de
raiz. Puede ser que tratar de quitar un pecado ocasione dolor, como arrancarse un 0jo o qui-
tarse un pie, pero la invitacion esta alli, la lucha contra el pecado dominante o constante nos
ayuda en gran manera, pues nos hace mas libres y accesibles a Dios.

Identify the dominant defect (Sin)

This Sunday the Gospel continues to present to us the constant teaching of Jesus and his ap-
ostolic activity. There are many teachings on which we can pause to reflect. I want to pause
on one. Jesus invites us to "if your hand, or foot, or your eye, causes you to sin... cut it off."
We must be careful not to take this text literally, but rather reflect that each one of us can
have a dominant defect or sin, which in some way seems to become part of our own nature
and sometimes it is difficult for us to even identify it. For example, being constantly irritable
(annoyed), or discouraged, or unrestrained in criticism, or with a constant spiritual laziness
(not wanting to pray, to read the Bible, to be devoutly at Mass). Hopefully they are not major
sins, such as pride, greed, lust, anger, gluttony, envy or laziness; but they can be.

This is an excellent Sunday to stop and seriously think about what defect or sin is constant
in life, which seems impossible to remove, but which Jesus invites us to cut out at the root. It
may be that trying to remove a sin causes pain, like tearing out an eye or removing a foot, but
the invitation is there; the fight against dominant or constant sin helps us greatly, because it
makes us freer and more accessible to God.
