The Kinross city council met on October 14, 2025. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. Roll call was taken, city members L. Mast, L. Gillispie, and C. Sandersfeld were present. B. Mast and City employee Wildeboer was present.

A motion was made to approve the minutes by L. Mast and seconded by L. Gillispie. Motion carried unanimously. A motion was made to approve the agenda. All council members voted to approve. Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor B. Mast went over the bills that were to be paid. Bills were the regular bills along with a county attorney bill. A vote was called to pay the bills, all council members voted to approve. Motion carried unanimously.

Old Business:
1. Nuisance Property and mowing update - B. Mast reported that several police were called when Kalonial Lawn Care went in to clean and mow the yard at Spence’s. His yard got mowed and partially cleaned up taking 1 ½ dumpsters full. The bill from Kalonial was $2,280 and the bill from Cox was $407.74. An invoice was sent to the Spence’s giving them 30 days to pay. Will access on taxes if it is unpaid. Also, it is reported that J. Tate needs to November to clean up the wood and get windows boarded up at his places. B. Mast has got the dirt moved and the fence is out and is planning on the cement out before Thanksgiving. Wilson’s time is up and needs to send a 30-day letter certified and will call the city attorney about starting abatement. Mayor B. Mast reported that Bud Phillips is upset that the city is only doing Spence’s clean up instead of doing all the properties at once. The city will send a general letter to everyone in town about the process of the cleanup and that in the Spring the city will continue with clean up.
2. Annual MLA Conference is December 6th (Saturday from 10-2). All city council members will need to take the classes. 
3. Flagpole is not in at this time.  
4. No Parking Signs Update – Council member J. Tate is not at the meeting to report the process. Tabled until November.

6. Alley Way Ordinance – Waiting on the City Attorney to get ordinance to the city. Tabled until we have the Ordinance. 
7. Bank Statements – Available to look over and were signed by the council members.

1. 	Delinquent RUSS – 2nd Quarter delinquent bills have been processed and will be taken to the county to be assessed. 
2.	MLA/City Finance Classes – Are running $50 to $60 per class. Will need to get signed up for them.
3.  Updates from Code Enforcer – C. Sanderfeld reported that the dead trees at the church and the overgrown trees Broadway (Wilson/Allison’s) properties. Need to get a quote to see how much it will cost. Also, the Stable on Market needs to be addressed. 
4.  Public Comment (Limit 5 minutes) – no public present
5.  Council Communications – Summary of the conference that L. Mast attended. The class that was the most helpful was animal control and the city needs to look at updating our policy on this. City employee Wildebeor took classes on the budgets and reported they were helpful.
