Old Business:
1. Nuisance Property update – 
a. B. Mast is continuing his clean up. The tires are being picked up and by the next council meeting the cement should be gone. 
b. B. Mast has been helping J. Tate with the wood pile and is making progress. He still needs to board up the windows.
c. Tad and Josh Wilson were there to report on the progress that has been made on their properties. The Icehouse looks better, they came in the spring and spent a week cleaning, got a dumpster and took a trailer load of washers to Cox. Got the old cars out but the boom truck is still there. The door and windows are closed up the yards are cleaned up and mowed. Everything from the right of way is cleaned. The well is closed up also. They would like to know what else the city needs done. The main thing is to keep progress going on the cleaning and keep communicating with the city. Discussion was also made about the assessment of the cox bill on the taxes. They said they did not get the letter that was sent. We offered the letter that was sent out to them. Josh wanted to know why the council is concerned with the clean up if the town is not concerned about it. Mayor Mast did let them know that he and the council did go around the town and asked the citizens what they would like to see improved and cleaning up was part of what they heard. Also the 150th anniversary is coming up in 2029, and the town would like to see a celebration.
2. Annual MLA conference – The 1st class is a Saturday in December, the 2nd class is in January and the 3rd class is in April. Everyone has to take at least the 1st class that covers open meetings/open records. A resolution was made earlier in the year to have every council member take the class and it is a state requirement that all new members must take this class. The city will reimburse the council members for the classes taken.
3. Flagpole – The flagpole cannot be dedicated to just one resident. The mayor will talk to Angie about it. Putting up the flagpole is tabled for now. 
4. No Parking Signs Update – Tabled.

5.   Nuisance property letters – Need to send out another general letter. Will send to the attorney to make sure the wording is correct.
6.   Corbin Rowe property across the Street – Corbin would like to buy the property across from city hall. A discussion was held, and the council has decided not to sell the property and would like to use it for the 150th anniversary celebration.
7.   Public Comment – Justin Bringman presented an open request letter to the city council quoting Iowa code 384.
8.   Council Communications – There is a few dogs running around town causing trouble. Will need to find the owners and send a letter to the owners. Would like to start talking about city clean-up for the spring in January. Would like to do it early May.
